Sluss Sentenced to 
Six Years for Child 
Pornography

Stephen L. Sluss, 
a former Hurricane 
attorney whose law 

Midland Trail (opposite 
Hurricane Middle 
School), was sentenced to 
six years in prison for a 
child pornography crime. 
United States Attorney 
Mike Stuart announced 
Monday of this week that 
Sluss, 59, of Scott Depot, 
had previously pleaded 
guilty to receiving 
child pornography. 
United States District 
Court Judge Robert C. 
Chambers imposed the 
sentence. Sluss was 
ordered to serve 15 years 
on federal supervised 
release after completion 
of his prison term, and 
will also be required to 
register as a sex offender.  
Sluss was also ordered to 
pay a special assessment 
of $5,000.

“These are violent, 
heinous, disgusting 
crimes,” said United 
States Attorney 
Mike Stuart.  “Child 
sexual exploitation 
investigations and 
prosecutions are a 

the seriousness of 
these crimes.  I greatly 
appreciate the excellent 
and hard work of the 
West Virginia State 
Police, the West Virginia 
Internet Crimes Against 
Children Task Force, 
and the United States 
Department of Homeland 

Security - Homeland 
Security Investigations.”

Sluss admitted 

he received videos of 
prepubescent minors 
engaged in sex acts. The 
videos were received by 
Sluss via the Internet.  
The investigation 
revealed that Sluss 
was using a web-based 
chatting service to access 
and download child 
pornography,   Sluss 
further admitted to 
possessing over 600 
images and videos of 
minors engaged in sex 
acts, and that some of 
those images involved 
sadistic conduct.

Assistant United 
States Attorneys Lisa G. 
Johnston and Jennifer 
Rada Herrald handled 
the prosecution.

The case was brought 
as part of Project Safe 
Childhood, a nationwide 
initiative launched 

Department of Justice 
to combat the growing 
epidemic of child sexual 
exploitation and abuse. 
Led by the United States 

the Criminal Division’s 
Child Exploitation 
and Obscenity Section, 
Project Safe Childhood 
marshals federal, state, 
and local resources to 
locate, apprehend, and 
prosecute those who 
sexually exploit children, 
and to identify and rescue 
victims.

The Burley Tobacco Harvest

It was not so long 
ago that local farmers 
harvested their tobacco 
crops around this time of 
year. From late August 
into October, farmers 
were out in their tobacco 

and hauling it to the 
barn for drying. After 
curing in the barn, 
the crop was prepared 
for sale at the tobacco 
market where it was sold 
around Thanksgiving. 
Burley tobacco provided 
a cash crop for farmers 
to buy school supplies for 
children and Christmas 
gifts.

Many Putnam 
residents still recall 
raising the crop with 
fondness and nostalgia. 
Jon Sumner of Florida, 
a former Hurricane 
resident, shared this 
picture on Facebook 
recently. He writes, “See 
the young boy with the 
tobacco leaves in his 
hand. When I was a small 
boy, that was my job. I 
would pick up all the loose 
leaves and put them on a 
wire and then hang them 
up. Sometimes my little 
sister (Rosie) was there

County Commission 
Approves Pay Raises
for EMS Employees
By Ron Allen

One of the first orders 
of business at regular 
meetings of the Putnam 
County Commission is a 
request that attendees 
address the Commission 
upon any matter which 
is not included in the 
agenda for the meeting. 
On Thursday, February 
24, John Webster, 
a representative of 
Appalachian Power, 
addressed the 
commissioners to give 
recognition of a letter 
from the Commission 
concerning vegetation 
management in the 5&20 
Mile Creek Road area. 
Webster stated that he 
had reviewed the history 
of Appalachian’s forestry 
management for the area 
and determined that 
trimming is scheduled for 
this year.  Webster said 
that trimming is ongoing 
on Hurricane Creek Road 
and that 5&20 is next. 
Webster stated that most 
outages were the result of 
trees that were not in the 
company’s right-of-way. 
“Our clearing will take 
care of any trees within it. 
As outages occur, we will 
address those trees out 
of the right-of-way as it 
happens,” he said.

EMS Director Craig 
Barker addressed the 
Commission concerning 
pay raises for EMS 
employees. Barker said 
that West Virginia has lost 
30% of its EMS employees 
over the last two years 
and that retention has 
surfaced as a problem 

in Putnam County. 
Paramedic and EMT base 
pay is $14.50 and $10.25 
per hour, respectively. 
The Commission approve 
increasing Paramedics 
to $15.70 and EMTs to 
$12.70. The increase 
will become effective on 
March 6. 

The Commission voted 
to approve the contract 
for construction of the 
Confidence 911 tower to 
Premier Construction 
Group after learning 
that Premier was the 
only bidder to meet 
all bid requirements. 
OES/911 Director Mikyle 
White reported that 
Telconn, Inc., the low 
bidder for construction 
of the Confidence 911 
Tower, failed to meet bid 
specifications because 
it did not produce the 
required installation 
schedule and it went 
with a drastically 
different generator than 
specified. Premier’s bid 
of $886,685.46 was more 
than $123,000 higher 
than Telconn’s. Premier 
initially submitted 
a construction bid of 
$768,341 for the project 
on July 29, 2021, but that 
bid was rejected because 
it was the sole bid.

White presented a 
picture of the status 
of existing capabilities 
of the county’s 911 
communication system 
and a projection of 
what the system hopes 
to look like in 2025. 
White described present 
coverage as “decent”

are deceased. With the 
exception of Charles, 
all the children lived 
to celebrate their 
parents’ golden wedding 
anniversary in 1961.

Grover, at the time 
of his death was the 
oldest living member 
of Hurricane Baptist 
Church. He was a Mason 
for 58 years and a member 
of National Guard during 
WWI. He was a foreman 
for State Road. The family 
holds many memories 
of the harvesting and 
canning large amounts of 
food grown on their small 
farm near Hurricane.

Grover was born in 
December, 1884, the 
son of Joseph Patterson 
and Mary Madgeline 
McCallister Thompson. 
His brothers and sisters 
were Franklin, Ella, 
Grace, Fannie Charley, 
Calvin, William and 
Stella. Joseph Patterson 
was the son of Juliana 
and Robert Napoleon 
Boneparte Thompson. 
Juliana was the daughter 
of Thomas Morris. 
Thomas was the son of 
Joshua and Frances Sims 
Morris of Teays Valley. 

Joshua, son of William 
Morris, who came from 
England about 1732, 
married Elizabeth Stips 
and settled in Virginia. 
As one of the first settlers, 
they moved to Kanawha 
County. Their home was 
used as a fort for General 
Lewis’ soldiers on their 
march on Point Pleasant 
during the Revolutionary 
War.

Tommy and I (Dosha 
Bias, daughter of Elijah 
and Agnes Jones Bias) 
met on a date arranged 
by a cousin. We had 
previously met while he 
was playing football for 
Hurricane and I was a 
Milton cheerleader.

could include opiod 
remediation and 
rehabilitation, jail bill 
costs and increased first 
responder costs. Pritt said 
Putnam would get 1.78% 
of all money directly 
awarded to counties and 
municipalities. Pritt 
believes that several 
years of litigation may 
be necessary to reach a 
settlement.

The Commission 
held budget hearings 
for Parks & Recreation, 
Libraries, Convention 
& Visitor’s Bureau, 
Development Authority, 
WVU Extension Service, 
and Putnam County Day 
Report.

Justin Williams 
presented the Commission 
with request that 
Putnam County Parks 
& Recreation be funded 
in the next fiscal year in 
the same amount as in 
the current fiscal year 
at $415,000. Williams 
stated that he expects a 
surplus in revenue which 
will be used to make debt 
payments. Parks are 
presently paying $780 
per month in interest 
payments on debts 
totaling $74,000. Williams 
told the commissioners 
that he is seeking 
additional estimates for 
the demolition of the 
waterslide. He has a single 
estimate of $110,000. The 
cost of a full repair of the 
slide has been placed at 
$250,000.

Megan Tarbett 
presented a budget 
request from Putnam 
County Libraries of 
$290,000, the same as 
budgeted in the current 
fiscal year. Tarbett 
said that Libraries will 
receive a small boost in 
State funding because 
of Putnam’s population 
increase documented in 
the 2020 census.

Convention & Visitors 
Bureau Director Kelli 
Steele informed the 
Commission that her 
agency was on sound 
ground as Hotel/Motel tax 
revenue during the last 
two quarters is 35% above 
that collected in the same 
period last year. Steele 

reported that collections 
are 10% above pre-
pandemic levels and at 
a historic high. She said 
that Convention/Visitors 
would be increasing 
its advertising and 
marketing budget.

Adam Sigmon, 
chairman of the Putnam 
County Development 
Authority, presented a 
request of $213,000 (same 
as last year). Sigmon 
stated that the PCDA is 
in a position to become 
more self-sufficient 
through fundraising 
efforts. He said PCDA’s 
new director, Morgan 
Tinney, has connections 
which will be valuable 
in fundraising and 
advancing development 
along U.S. 35.

WVU Extension Agent 
Ben Goff requested an 
increase of $5,200 from 
the county for his budget. 
Goff reported that a grant 
which funded 40% of the 
county’s 4-H coordinator’s 
salary would not be 
available for the 2022-23 
fiscal year. 

Jamey Hunt, 
Day Report director, 
announced that he was 

asking for $5,000 less 
than in previous budgets. 
Hunt said that Day 
Report was in a position 
to move forward with two 
officers. He reported that 
an increase of salary will 
be necessary to address 
officer retention issues. 
Hunt believes that his 
agency can continue to 
do its job with one less 
officer.

The Commission must 
approve the county’s 
budget for the fiscal year 
beginning July 1, 2022 
before the end of March.

In other business, the 
Commission approved 
two text amendment 
changes to the county’s 
zoning ordinances. Text 
Amendment 2022-03 
incorporates a language 
change that clearly defines 
lot size for developers 
and Amendment 2022-04 
changes the definition of 
Home Occupation such 
that individuals may 
buy and sell from their 
residences using the 
internet.

The next Commission 
meeting is Tuesday, 
March 8.

THIS WEEK IN THE HOUSE 
OF DELEGATES
For the week ending Feb. 25, 2022

Members of the 
West Virginia House of 
Delegates continued to 
advance legislation that 
would allow the state to 
continue expanding its 
ability to create jobs for a 
new economy by offering 
targeted tax credits for 
specific industries. 

A bill to strengthen 
the state’s regulations on 
broadband connectivity 
to provide long-term 
oversight was advanced 
to the full House of 
Delegates Feb. 25. House 
Bill 4001 would create a 
process for mapping rights 
of way and potential 
obstructions, would 
create rights of way for 
utility poles, strengthen 
customer protections and 
define eligible carriers, 
among other details 
aimed at strengthening 
broadband service.

House Bill 4025, which 
would provide a severance 
tax exemption of up to five 
years for the extraction, 
production and sale of 
rare earth elements and 
other critical materials as 
an economic development 
incentive, passed the full 
house by a vote of 94 to 4. 

Early in the week, 
Delegates voted in an 
overwhelming and 
bipartisan manner to 
bring back the state’s 
film tax credit after much 

study and improvement, 
led by Delegate Dianna 
Graves, R-Kanawha. 
House Bill 2096 
would restore the film 
investment tax credit, 
which the Legislature first 
created in 2007, but was 
repealed in 2018 after a 
legislative auditor’s report 
recommended eliminating 
the tax credits.  Graves 
was the lead sponsor of 
the bill, which now goes to 
the West Virginia Senate 
for debate. 

Delegates approved 
House Bill 4344 Feb. 
23 with only one vote 
against it. The measure 
would increase the salary 
ranges for the state’s 
child protective services 
workers by 15 percent, 
would require the West 
Virginia Department 
of Health and Human 
Resources to work with 
child placement agencies 
to create a program that 
ensures kinship families 
are able to participate in 
the foster care process. 
The bill also requires the 
West Virginia Bureau for 
Children and Families 
to complete a study 
of centralized intake 
by January 2023 and 
create a dashboard to 
be incorporated in the 
Bureau’s existing data 
system.

Divisions in Corinth
I Corinthians 1:1-16

The church at Corinth came into being in 51 A.D. after Paul visited 
the city and testified in the synagogue that Jesus was the Messiah. 
While some Jews believed, response among the Gentiles of the city was 
far greater and many were baptized (Acts 18:5-8). Paul ministered in 
Corinth for 18 months. His first epistle to the Corinthians was written 
from Ephesus in 55 A.D., more than two years after his departure 
from Corinth. The purpose of the epistle was correction. Divisions 
within the church had surfaced in his absence.

Paul’s epistles are scripture (see II Pet. 3:16) because his writing 
was inspired by God. The manner in which Paul addresses the errant 
believers provides a window by which we might see and understand 
the way which God corrects those whom He loves.

Paul’s initial words are not of condemnation. Quite the contrary. 
Paul addresses the church as being “sanctified in Christ Jesus” (v. 2). 
The church at Corinth is made holy by Christ Jesus as all believers 
are made holy — by calling upon the name of Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Listen carefully to Paul’s words. Paul writes with full knowledge of 
the error of individuals within the church. The error of believers does 
not undo that which Christ has done. All believers, in every place, are 
made holy by Christ Jesus.

Paul makes it as clear as clear can be made. The Corinthians 
(and believers everywhere) enjoy a relationship of peace with God 
through grace which is given by Jesus Christ, Jesus the Messiah. 
Paul tells the Corinthians the things which he knows to be true. All 
that which is written in verses 4-8 is a single sentence in which Paul 
gives thanks. He tells the Corinthians that he is thankful for the 
grace which is manifested in them. Paul is thankful because they 
have been enriched by Christ in all utterance and all knowledge (v. 
5). Paul is thankful that the testimony of Christ is confirmed in them 
(v. 6). Paul is thankful that they are not lacking in any gift (v. 7). 
Paul is thankful that the Corinthians will be found blameless when 
the Lord Jesus Christ shall return (v. 8). Paul’s thankfulness is not 
directed at the Corinthians; it is directed to God. Paul is thankful for 
grace, God’s grace.

In verse 10, Paul turns to the reason for which he has written 
this epistle. The Corinthians are not all speaking the same thing. 
The Corinthians are not perfectly joined in the same mind and in the 
same judgment. There are divisions within the church for this reason. 
Paul invokes the name of “our Lord Jesus Christ” that all should say 
the same thing, that all should be of the same mind and judgment. 

Paul knows that there are divisions and that the divisions are 
quarreling. The contentions among them was made known to Paul 
by them which are of Chloe. The name Chloe appears in scripture 
this one time. The literal meaning of “chloe” is tender shoot. The 
contention within the church was made known to Paul by them who 
were of the house of tender shoots — by them who were young in 
knowledge, by them who were troubled by the divisions that they 
witnessed. Children are tender shoots. Children do not understand 
why mommy and daddy argue but children most certainly understand 
when mommy and daddy are not in agreement and that they should 
be in agreement.

In verse 12, Paul names names. He addresses four different 
factions: them which say they are of Paul, them of Apollos, them 
of Cephas, and them of Christ. Paul asks, “Is Christ divided?” The 
question demands an emphatic “No!” answer. Paul, Apollos, and 
Peter (Cephas) all knew Christ by believing. Those who say they 
are of Christ are, likewise, one with them with whom they disagree 
because Christ is not divided. One cannot know Christ if one does not 
believe. Paul believed because Jesus revealed Himself to him on the 
road to Damascus; Apollos believed because he believed the scriptures 
(see Acts 18:24); Peter believed because he was with Jesus from 
the beginning of His ministry. All came to know Jesus by different 
paths, but all knew Him as the promised Messiah who fulfilled every 
requirement of the law and, in grace, let His work be counted as the 
righteousness which they lacked.

Paul shifts the focus from himself and Apollos and Peter to Christ 
by reminding the Corinthian believers of the name in which they 
were baptized. Paul states that he is thankful to God that he did 
not baptize many of them. While Paul does not elaborate upon any 
specific thing which the house of Chloe made known to him, it would 
seem that he was aware that some claimed status because they were 
baptized by an individual which they perceived to be of position. 

Status, real status, is given by Him who “. . . made himself of no 
reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant” (Phil. 2:7).

Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
uses the collective pronoun, we, in describing himself and all who 
are under the covenant as sinners, undeserving of His grace — as 
sinners who have rebelled against God and departed from His ways. 
In verse 6, Daniel confesses that both the leaders of the people and 
the people, themselves, have not listened to the prophets whom God 
has sent. Daniel does not see himself apart from the people. The 
Apostle Paul was moved by the Holy Spirit to state that it is not wise 
to measure self by using others as a measure (II Cor. 10:12). Daniel

Daniel’s prayer is addressed to God, but it is a prayer that speaks 
to us.

We (New Testament believers) note a similar failing. God has 
miraculously delivered us from the bondage of sin but we have failed 
to walk in the newness of life as He intends that we should. We fail 
to focus upon that which God has done (made us alive) and that 
which God intends that we should do (love one another as He loves 
us).

Daniel states that Jerusalem (thy city and thy holy mountain) 
have become a reproach because of “our sins, and for the iniquities of 
our fathers” (v. 16). In verse 17, Daniel asks God to hear his prayer. 
Daniel desired that Jerusalem and the temple be restored such that 
they might seek His great mercies. 

Daniel desired that God make it possible for His people to worship 
Him in the temple in Jerusalem. It was the desire of Daniel’s heart 
that God lift up His people and His name. God’s city and God’s 
sanctuary lay in ruin. God’s name had been besmirched by His 
people.

The text before us does not include God’s response but God 

manner in which God would make reconciliation for iniquity and 
bring everlasting righteousness would be by sending the Messiah. 
Believers of today look to His return. We see the restoration of the 
nation of Israel in much the manner that Daniel saw the end of 
Babylon’s rule.

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Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth 
do. We are called to reveal God’s righteousness, not His wrath. 
We are not to ignore His truth. We are not to live in the manner 
of them who ignore God.

We know to do good. We know that we are to love one another 
as He loves us. Let us be about the Father’s business.

Zechariah’s audience knew that God did not hear the voice of them who 
had refused to listen to Him. They knew that the land had been made 
desolate and that their fathers were scattered among the nations because 
of their disobedience.

The word of the Lord which came to Zechariah on this occasion ends 
with verse 14. The entire message can be condensed  into two sentences: (1) 
Keep My commandments, and (2) Your fathers did not keep them and here 
is what happen to them.

God’s message to those who returned from exile is unclouded. He 
presented His history lesson to them because He did not want them to 
follow the path of their fathers. God’s purpose in reviewing history was not 
to teach; it was to instruct.

God has preserved the word which He gave to Zechariah as scripture.  
It has been preserved for New Testament believers such that we may be 

for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness” (II 
Timothy 3:16). The instruction to us (New Testament believers) cannot be 
heard if we stuff up our ears. We cannot learn from history by ignoring 
history. 

it proclaims itself to be. In the text before us, God has said that He is the 
author of history. God did not author the disobedience of His people, but He 
did author that which would result because of their disobedience. 

Believers are not called to ignore history. God has regathered His chosen 
people to the land that He promised to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. God has 
set the stage for the promised return of His Son. Shall we ignore history? 
Shall we ignore that which God has done? Shall we ignore what God has 
said? 

We are called to stand upon God’s word and proclaim its purity to all 
people. The urgency is great. The time that men can receive God’s message 
will run out. God speaks to His people through history. Let each do his part.  
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God gave Moses. Everyone who would hear Zechariah repeat the Lord’s 
words had heard the same words before.

Is there any difference between the word which was given Zechariah 
and that which was given to Moses?
