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County Commission Issues
Resolution in Support of Ukraine

At its March 8 meeting,
the  Putnam  County
Commission read a
resolution in support of
Ukraine. A resolution
is a firm decision to do
or not to do something.
In the instance of the
County Commission, the
resolution was a declaration
of support for Ukraine’s
sovereignty and territorial
integrity. The only thing
that the resolution actually
purports to do is to declare
support.

There was no statement
of the nature of the support
which the Putnam County
Commission is prepared
to supply. That is probably
a good thing. It would
probably not be a good
thing to supply support
which would result in
escalation and expansion of
the war.

Yes, probably.  The
avoidance of expansion and
escalation of the conflicts
that began in Europe in
1914 and in 1939 did not
prevent World Wars I
and II. It became obvious
in April of 1917 and on
December 7, 1941 that
avoidance was not working.

There is no reason to
believe that World War
III can be averted by
avoidance of expansion and
escalation on the part of the
United States. Avoidance

only works when it works
but it cannot work if it is
not given an opportunity.
It is wunlikely that any
action of the Putnam
County Commission will
contribute to or avoid
World War III.
In addition
support  for
the

Ukraine,
Commission
support  of
implementing policies
that make the United
States energy independent.
Unfortunately, the
present administration in
Washington DC has chosen
to pursue an energy policy
which  strengthens the
regime in Russia.

In other business on
March 8, the Commission
heard budget requests from
Prosecuting Attorney Mark
Sorsaia, Circuit Clerk J].J.
Mullins, Sheriff Bobbie
Eggleton, County Clerk
Brian Wood, and Assessor
Gary Warner.

Sorsaia informed the
Commission  that  his
assistant prosecuting
attorneys were under paid
and requested that their
salaries be increased to
$90,000 per year.

Mullins stated that the
Circuit Clerk’s office could
operate with the same
funding as in the current
fiscal year.

Sheriff Eggleton urged
the Commission to take
care of his staff by issuing

appropriate payraises.

Brian Wood oversees
three different budgets as
County Clerk. Wood stated
that he has some employees
who make less than than
starting employees at fast
food restaurants. Wood
asked the Commission to
take care of his employees.

Gary Warner informed
the Commission that he
advertised open positions
with a starting salary of
$10.50 per hour but had
no takers. Warner said the
starting salaries need to be
made higher.

The Commission
approved a Memorendum
of Understanding which
officially transfered EMS
service in the Hurricane
Fire Department territory
from Hurricane to Putnam
County EMS.

Pi Day is important to
math geeks like me and
Hurricane Mayor Scott
Edwards. That is why we
celebrate Pi Day on March
14th (aka 3.14) each year.
March 14 is also Albert
Einstein’s birthday. This
makes our celebration
relevant as in relativity —
at least theoretically.

Most are introduced
Greek letter “r”
(pronounced Pi) in middle
school math classes or
before. Pi is the symbol
used to represent an
important and very useful
constant: the ratio of the
circumference of a circle
to its diameter. T is
approximately 3.14159.

Although Pi is usually
rounded to 3.14, for most

calculations, it  goes
on forever. The most
accurate value for Pi,
according to Guinness
World Records, is more
than 62 trillion digits long
(62,831,853,071,796 to be
precise).

For those who don’t
enjoy , there is pie —
cherry pie, apple pie,
pizza pie, you name it,
there are all kinds of pies.

Whetheritiscalculated
or eaten, Pi (and pie)
bring joy. Here’s how the
joy started. Around for
4,000 years, the ancient
Babylonians  calculated
the area of a circle by
taking three times the
square of its radius.
Careful = measurements
revealed that three was
too small and numbers
slightly greater than
three were used to
determine the area and
circumference of circles.
The Greek mathematician
Archimedes used an
algorithmic approach to

determine the special
number. In 1706,
mathematician William

Jones, used w, the first
letter of the Greek word,
perimetros, to represent
Pi.

Warner Urges Caution When
Making Donations to Charities
For Ukrainian Refugees

Secretary of State Mac

Virginia citizens and
businesses to use caution
when making charitable
donations to organizations
soliciting financial support
for Ukraine or Ukrainian
refugees.

“West Virginians
are known for their
generosity and charity.
But it is important that
donors make sure their
contributions are going to
legitimate charities that
will use the funds for the
intended purposes,” said
Secretary Warner. “West
Virginians give from the
heart, but we must give
smart.”

N umerous
organizations are
soliciting funds to assist
the crisis in Ukraine. To
solicit donations in West
Virginia, those charities
must be registered with
the Secretary of State’s
Office.

Joining forces with
the National Association
of Secretaries of State
(NASS), the WV Secretary
of State’s Office provides
donors the following
guidelines in making a
donation:

1. Make sure the charity
is properly registered.
All registered charities
in West Virginia can be
found at www.erls.wvsos.

gov.

2. Research the
charity’s reviews and
track record. Trustworthy
charities put the majority
of their donations toward
the intended charitable
purposes.

3. Be suspicious of any
solicitor that pressures
you for a donation,
especially for making
one right away. Never
give your social security
number or personal
financial information. If
you are suspicious, ask
the solicitor to mail you
educational materials
rather than making a
quick decision over the
phone. You can simply
say, “I'd like to learn more
before donating. Please
mail me some materials.”

4. Contact the WV
Secretary of State’s Office
if you believe that the
charity is not operating
properly. You can call our
office toll-free at 866-767-
8683. You can also file a
complaint online by going
to sos.wv.gov.

“We want citizens
to support legitimate,
registered charities. My
office has made it easy
to make sure everyone
knows which charities
are registered to protect
donors from scams,”
Warner said.

to Mother, a patient at
the hospital. I had noidea
what I was facing... what
we were all facing...

When I walked into
the hospital, carrying the
basket and balloons, the
nurses told me that Dr.
Stephen Smith wanted to
see me. It was a Saturday,
so I was surprised that
the physician, who had
consented to take on my
mother as a patient, was
in the hospital. We met...
Ithanked him. He told me
that Mother had cancer
and told me how long she
had. My response, after
almost collapsing, “You
don’t know MY MOTHER,
doctor...”

When I walked into
the hospital room, Mother
looked at me and said,
“Brenda Joyce, I have
cancer.” A tear slid down
her cheek... I had never
seen Mother cry for
herself before... again, I
almost collapsed... I could
not believe that her pain
had been more than the
severe Arthritis we both
suffered from...

No one could ever
imagine what that
moment was like... ever...
Mother was only 60 years
old... young... I never
believed that she would
not recover from this
horrendous illness... she
was the strongest person
I knew... she never gave
up... she had been seeing
other doctors... much to
my chagrin... However,
now she had Dr. Smith
who became my hero then
and forever.

After phoning Mike,
my husband, and asking
him to come, I called
my two best and closest
friends in the world who
came ASAP... Linda
and Dorothy... they
were there... I needed
them... we arranged for
our kids to come... they
were in college away...
we arranged to get help in
the store... I worked there
daily... nothing mattered
but Mother... I moved
into her room at Putnam
General, and I lived there
with her until June 2,
1992, when she lost her
battle...

It was the dying... the
cancer... surgery didn’t
work... radiation failed...
nothing... she had cancer
(if I remember correctly)
in 200 places... we kept
praying and hoping... and
hoping and praying... we
kept going on... never
imagining...

I was taking a few
classes at Glenville State
College, hoping to get a
teacher’s degree... the
first degree was to be
awarded that May... an
Associate... I didn’t care...
I did keep up my work
and get that degree... and
later the Bachelor’s and
then a Master’s plus...
and on and on...

It was difficult studying
with a flashlight at night
while Mother slept...
I did take a couple of
Saturdays to return to the
college and take tests all
day... the professors were
fantastic... all of them...
however, I didn’t really
care... nothing mattered.

At first, there were
tons of visitors... then
there were not... people
didn’t want to face what
we were going through...
especially my Mother...
the kids went back to
college... Mike had to
return to work and my
friends to their jobs...
long, lonely nights... pain
for Mother was awful...
I prayed and prayed...
and I continue to lose
weight... Dr. Smith kept
telling me to eat... (he
doesn’t have to tell me
that now of course... )

The wonderful
cafeteria ladies called

We Were, The Way We Are

me if they had something
special... I could not eat
with Cancer in the room...
when I left daily to shower
at our relatives’ home,
food was prepared...
nothing tasted like what
I wanted... I just could
not accept what was going
on... I never did accept
it...

When I left to shower,
I would stay away an
hour... I would walk in
the Hurricane Cemetery
down on Main Street... I
remember going around
that circle over and over,
praying... walking until
my feet bled... I read
tombstones... I remember
seeing the one with Ilene
and Dorsey Johnson’s
son’s picture... he had
HHS football shirt on...
I prayed for that family,
sad that such a young
boy died... later, we were
married... and I felt it
was ironic in 1992 that
I prayed for Dorsey and
his lovely wife, Ilene... I
digress...

Sometimes, I did go
out of the hospital at
noon, if Mother had other
family members there...
I walked and walked... I
did silly things... I picked
dandelions... blew on
them and made wishes...
I know... it is ludicrous...
but I was doing anything I
could do to make sure my
Mother lived... nothing
worked...

There are no words
to write about what
happened... there are
no words or pictures to
describe the horrendous
90 days we experienced
in that hospital room...
never... ever... the day
Mother died, I was driving
to Charleston to take a
job at a physician’s office
as manager... yes, my
life fell apart... I was
starting over... another
story... when I walked
into that office... my first
day away... the phone
call came... return to
hospital... Mother died as
soon as I left her room... I
knew she did not want me
to be there...

I combed her hair...
got her ready to go...
when Chapman’s came
(relatives), the gentleman
asked me to leave the
room... I was taking the
pillows away from her
body... I told him, “I was
here when this started;
I will be here until the
end.” I helped push
Mother to the hearse...
crying with each step...
as I turned around, there
were hospital employees
watching... greeting me...
they had come to know
me as well as I knew
each of them... the most
wonderful workers I have
known... they tried...
they did all they could...
and Dr. Smith was the
best doctor anyone could
imagine...

I don’t remember much
of the next few days other
than I was not strong,
like my friends... I didn’t
care about decorum... I
didn’t care what others
thought... I lost my
Mother... she had me
at fifteen years of age...
almost sixteen. I loved her
beyond belief... after the
funeral, I did not return to
Summersville... that fall,
I continued my journey...
I went to GSC to become a
teacher... I lost my home
and business... my in-
laws through divorce...
some of my good friends...
all security... I started
with 100.00... a new life...
thankfully, I received
scholarships, loans, and
grants to get my degree...
my journey of 30 years was
just beginning because
the way we were is the
way we are... strong...
strong... strong...

Pearl Milling Company Syrup, for topping
toasted pecans, for topping (optional)

To make browned butter: In small skillet over low heat, place butter. Increase
heat to medium-low, stirring butter with heat-proof spatula. Cook and stir until
butter reaches desired brown color. Remove from heat and stir in pecans.

Place pancake mix in large bowl. Add 3/4 cup milk, egg and browned butter.
Stir until large clumps of batter disappear. If batter seems too thick, add
additional milk 1 tablespoon at a time to reach desired thickness. Let batter

stand 4-5 minutes before cooking.

Pour batter into lightly greased waffle iron. Bake until steam stops or as
directed by waffle iron instructions. Top with syrup and toasted pecans, if

desired.

Christ — Our Only Foundation
I Corinthians 3:10-23

The third chapter of I Corinthians begins with Paul stating that
when he came to Corinth he spoke to them with words suited for babes
(ones of limited spiritual understanding). Now (about four years later),
there were divisions in the church. Why? They still lacked spiritual
understanding. That which Paul writes in the text before us is applicable
to churches everywhere because there are believers who have failed to
grow in spiritual understanding. In the text before us, Paul instructs his
listeners on spiritual things which they have ignored.

He does this in verse 10 by reminding the Corinthians (and us) that
it is by the grace which God gave to him that he laid the foundation of
the building (God’s building [v.9]) which they are. That which Paul laid
was by the grace of God. It is by that same grace that the Corinthians
(and all other believers) are saved — by grace through faith (Eph. 2:8).

“For other foundation can no man lay .. .” (v. 11). The foundation of
which Paul speaks is that of God’s building. There are many religions
founded by men that are built upon the false premise that man can save
himself The building that is of God is that which is built upon Jesus
Christ, the Messiah.

Only God can build His building. The foundation of God’s building
is Jesus Christ. All who believe that Jesus is the Promised One who
came into the world, fulfilling the prophecy that one born of a virgin,
should bruise the head of the serpent (Gen. 3:15) are of the building
which is of God.

In verse 10, Paul issues a warning concerning how one is to build
upon the foundation which he laid down. All believers are of equal
standing — all believe that Christ Jesus was sent by God the Father to
fulfill the righteousness of the law and that Jesus gave Himself upon the
cross for the their redemption. All who love God are called according
to His purposes (Rom. 8:28). The works which a man does are to
be according to God’s purposes. All works are built upon the same
foundation — Jesus Christ.

Paul lists six building options beginning with gold (highest in value,

low availability) and ending with stubble (lowest of value, abundantly
available). In verse 13, each man’s works will be tried by fire to
determine what sort it is.

Gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, and stubble all have
different appearances and easily distinguished without being subjected
to consuming flames. Appearance does not distinguish the works
built upon Christ. Fire alone is the test that reveals the true nature
of that built upon Christ. Stubble and hay are quickly and completely
destroyed by fire. Wood is consumed, leaving a charred skeleton. Gold,
silver and precious stones endure. He who builds with gold, silver and
precious stones shall receive a reward (v. 14).

If a man’s work be wood, hay or stubble, he will suffer loss but
he himself shall be saved. In His sermon upon the mount, Jesus
referenced them whose works would be completely consumed saying:
“Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments,
and shall teach men so, he shall be called least in the kingdom of
heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be
called great in the kingdom of heaven” (Matt 5:19). The least shall be
saved but shall be without reward. Those who live as God would have
and teach others to do likewise build with gold, silver and precious
stones. A man’s reward shall be determined by that which he does.

That which is built upon Christ is spiritual. Gold, silver and precious
stones endure because they are of Him. The righteousness of men is as
filthy rags (Isa. 64:6). The righteousness of man fails the test of fire.

In verse 16, Paul turns the focus from that which individuals build
to that of the entire body of Christ. “Know ye not that ye are the temple
of God, and the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?” (v. 16). There is a
difference between “you” and “ye” In the KJV, ye is plural and you is
singular. The temple of God is plural; it is the body of Christ. The Spirit
of God dwells in each individual member of the body.

“If a man defile the temple of God .. (v. 17). There is a world of
difference between building with wood, hay and stumble and defiling
the temple of God. In the Greek which Paul penned this epistle, defile
and destroy are both the same word, phtheiro. Defiling the temple of
God entails harmful action. One cannot build upon the foundation
which is Christ by inflicting harm upon the temple of God. All believers
are the temple of God; all are of Christ. All believers are saved from
destruction by God.

Believers cannot build upon the foundation of Christ through the
wisdom of this world. The wise of the world imagine a vain thing (v.
20). They imagine that one can build separately. Paul, Apollos, and
Cephas were all of Christ. All that each built was by grace and grace
alone. There is no division. All which is built is by the grace of God
upon Christ Jesus.

Hurricane Resident Among
Marshall University's Newest
Class of B.S./M.D. students

Marshall University
and its Joan C. Edwards
School of Medicine
selected 10 high school
seniors from across West
Virginia as the newest
class of students for the
B.S./M.D. program.

The program was
established in 2015 as
a pathway for high-
performing West Virginia
students to finish both
their Bachelor of Science
and Doctor of Medicine
degrees in seven years.
The new class joins
34 B.S./M.D. students
currently in medical
school and 28 students
in the undergraduate
portion of the curriculum.

Olivia Noel of
Hurricane High School
is one of the students
who have been accepted
into the program and will
begin their undergraduate
coursework at Marshall
this fall.

Students in the newest
class are from throughout
West Virginia. They are
athletes, student leaders
and volunteers in their
community while also
excelling in their academic
studies.

“This class is composed
of a unique group of hard-
working students,” said
Jennifer T. Plymale,
associate dean of
admissions for the School
of Medicine. “This year has
been most challenging,
yet these exceptional
students were able to
maintain focus and their
commitment to a career
of service in medicine.
They have experienced
virtual and remote school
and interruptions in
their academics while
maintaining academic
excellence—all skills that
will serve them well in
medical school and in the
practice of medicine.”

Students begin the
application process the
summer prior to their
senior year of high school.
The program is open to
West Virginia high school
students who achieve a
minimum composite score

of ACT 30/SAT 1390 and
a math score of ACT 27/
SAT 630, as well as a
cumulative GPA of 3.75 on
a 4.0 scale. Other criteria
include three letters of
recommendation and
interviews. Students who
successfully complete
the undergraduate
program requirements
will matriculate directly
into medical school.
They are not required to
take the Medical College
Admissions Test (MCAT).
Additionally, the students
receive a tuition waiver
for the medical school
portion of the program.

“I am humbled and
grateful to be chosen for
such a wonderful medical
program, alongside nine
other amazing students,”
said Jacob Wriston,
valedictorian at Liberty
High School in Glen
Daniel, West Virginia, and
a nationally registered
emergency medical
technician. “Working with
my local fire department
has shown me that many
rural areas still don't have
quick access to medical
treatment. This program
will help me become an
emergency medicine
physician, with the goal
of serving communities
in West Virginia in need
of care."

The first class of B.S./
M.D. studentsis set to earn
their Doctor of Medicine
degrees in May. Plymale
said the program is just
one of the ways Marshall
University is working
to keep talented, bright
students in West Virginia.
