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County Commission Goat Ministry —

Approves $21,406,000 All Thmgs Work Together for Good’
Budget for 2022-2023

The Putnam County
Commission  approved
expenditures of

$21,406,008 for the fiscal
year beginning on July
1, 2022 at it March 24th
meeting. County Manager
Jeremy Young said that
the projected revenue
(also $21,406,008) did not
include any federal or state
grants or an increase in
Ambulance fees resulting
from the county assuming
EMS service which the
City of Hurricane has
relinquished.

Young stated that the
county is projected to
receive a 6% increase in
property tax revenue but
that the increase does
not reflect an increase in
rates. “Putnam’s rate is
the fourth lowest in the
state,” Young stated. The
increase in revenue is
due to increased property
values.

The $21.4 million
budget includes specific
pay increases for the
Sheriff’s department
and general increases
for other county offices.
Young said that Deputy
Sheriffs will receive 9%
increases; Corporals,
9.7%; Sergeants, 11%;
and Lieutenants, 14.8%.
These increases will make
Putnam competitive with
surrounding counties and
municipalities.

Other payincreases will
vary and be determined
by the elected official
heading the department.
The departments received
the following budget
increases over the current
fiscal year: County Clerk
- 3.5%, Prosecuting
Attorney - 4%, Sheriff-
Treasurer - 4.5%, Assessor
- 4.5%, and Circuit Clerk
- 0%. In some instances,
only a portion of the
increase will be available
for increased pay checks.

The $21.4 million
budget is up from the
$21.1  million  which

was budgeted for 2021-
2022 but less than the
$22.0 million which was
budgeted for 2020-2021.
In other business,
Morgan Tenney,
Executive Director of
the Putnam  County
Development Authority,
requested a Resolution
of Support for a grant
application to the West
Virginia Development
Office. Tenney said that
up to $400,000 is available
through the State for an
access road to the property
opposite the Toyota Plant.
Plans call for KC Logistics
(the shipping company
for Toyota) to build a
facility on land which has
been a soy bean field in
recent years. The county
does not need to match

Bad news, but not all
bad. When Rish closed
its doors, there were
numerous unwanted
plastic pallets that
needed a new home.
Gibson realized that the
lightweight sturdy pallets
were of the exact height as
his existing pen and could
easily be joined together.

and sister, Connie.

Hurricane always
held happy memories.
There were always lots
of relatives enjoying
family dinners. I
remember playing with
cousin Mary (Banks)
Moss and my sister,
Connie. We used to play
under a large weeping
willow tree in front of
the house. Sometimes
we would climb the hills
on the farm and pick
persimmons from the tree
upon the hill, now long
gone. I often went with
my Grandpa Wallace over
to the barn to feed the
pigs, which were later
slaughtered and hung in
the smokehouse out back
of the house. My grandpa
called me his “Bacon
Girl,” because I loved to
eat bacon. I always sat
on a little white stool
by him at the head of a
large dining table and
was always asking him to
pass me more bacon.

Christmas was

very special with so
much  meaning, not
commercialized as it is
today.

Concern for a Weaker Brother

I Corinthians 8:1-13

If one were to consider only the partaking of food sacrificed
to idols that Paul discusses in I Corinthians 8, one misses the
message that God intends. Today, unlike the day in which
Paul wrote to the church at Corinth, the consumption of food
dedicated to pagan gods is a rarity. Such consumption could
be an issue for Christian converts from Hinduism in India, but
nowhere else.

Paul’s discussion has all-encompassing and far-reaching
effects because it addresses the manner in which believers
interact with each other. It has application in every era and in
every congregation. The real world of believers is comprised of
individuals of varying intellects, educations, and experiences.
We are all the same in that we are saved by grace alone, but
not equal in knowledge of the things of this world. Neither are
we equal in spiritual discernment. This unequal knowledge can
cause one to become puffed up in himself

Charity is independent of knowledge, but true knowledge is
not independent of charity. In verse 2, Paul states that if a man
thinks that he knows something, he does not know it in the
manner that he ought. It is possible for an individual to know
something as one ought. Those who know that their knowledge
takes a back seat to charity, know things as they ought. Paul
most certainly possessed a superior intellect and deep spiritual
discernment. If any man knew things as he ought, it was Paul.

Paul uses the eating of food sacrificed to idols as an example
of acting upon knowledge without regard for others. Food
sacrificed to idols is no different from any other food. Idols
are not the source of food. God is the source of all food. A
ceremonial act does not change the nutrition of that which God
provides. This knowledge gives one liberty to partake of this
food. Not all Christians, however, share the same knowledge.
Some do not view eating that which is sacrificed to an idol as
eating food that God provided. They regard partaking of such
food as an act against God. We note that Paul, while holding
knowledge that idols are nothing (void of spiritual substance)
and all food is provided by God, stated that he would not
partake of such food while the world remained. Paul would not
allow himself to become a stumbling block for others.

All possessing the knowledge that Paul possessed are free
to eat. The exercise of that liberty, however, is wrong when it
encourages one who lacks that knowledge to sin against God.
Who lacks knowledge? Those with the conscience of the idol
(v. 7). Weak brothers believe idols have power. Weak brothers
believe that food sacrificed to idols possesses the spiritual
power to defile that which God has made clean. When the weak
partake of that sacrificed to idols, they sin against themselves.

God did not give liberty with the intent that it be a stumbling
block to others. We have been given unmerited favor, not for
our purposes but for His. We have been purchased with His
blood. Paul vowed never to misuse the liberty which God has

iven.

8 There is no shortage of stumbling blocks today. Any action in
which we may engage that can cause a brother to stumble is a sin
against the brother and a sin against the body of Christ. Casual
consumption of alcoholic beverages and/or the purchase of
lottery tickets are not sins in themselves but become sin if such
actions were to cause a weak brother to engage in an addictive
behavior.

As one reads and rereads the words of the apostle, one cannot
find one word of condemnation which is directed to the weaker
brother’s lack of knowledge. Paul’s condemnation is reserved
for those who do not know God as they ought.

Paul was right, knew he was right, but did not exercise his
liberty to eat because the eating of such food would be offensive
to them who thought different from him.

In verse 3, Paul stated: “But if any man love God, the same
is known of him.” Paul possessed both knowledge and charity.
How was Paul known? There is little doubt that charity reigned
in him. In Paul, we see Jesus. We see Him who condemned the
scribes and Pharisees (Matt. 12:34) but not the woman caught
in the very act of adultery (Jn. 8:11).

Knowing something as one ought to know involves knowing
how our actions affect others. Paul knew and avoided acts
which could offend others.

He put others before himself We, like the apostle, are to let

charity reign.

Attention farmers,
producers and home
gardeners! As we set in
motion our spring planting,
we call on you to do your
part to grow West Virginia’s
food resiliency by planting
extra rows this year. Supply
chain issues, inflation, the
pandemic and the War in
Ukraine have shown us the
importance of creating an
independent U.S. within
the world market. History
tells us that famine typically
follows a pandemic
and I fear, just like our
energy sector, continued
reliance on foreign nations
for food will have dire
consequences.

Increased gas prices will
accelerate consumer prices
beyond what we are already
seeing. Fuel is one of the
most expensive inputs for
many of our industrial
sectors, including
agriculture. Increased fuel
prices also have been one
of the causes of the trucker
driver shortage. The pain
the average consumer is
seeing at the gas pump
has much more serious
downward ramifications in
our food chains. Increased
energy prices mean more
expensive fertilizer which
will reduce food production
here and abroad. This will
undoubtedly result in
lower yields and, therefore,
less food. For beef farmers
this means less hay
available which leads to
fewer animals wintered
and possibly younger and
smaller animals sent to
market. Less truckers,
more expensive fuel
and fertilizer and less
production will put a
damper on the national
food system.

Now with the war in
Ukraine, we can predict
the breadbasket of Eastern
Europe will not be able to
produce exports as they
have done in the past.
This will likely put more
pressure on food prices
and increase shortages
on a world scale. If these
conflicts continue, the
United States will be asked
to provide foreign aid
which will include food.

Bailey Wolpert of
Hurricane placed First in
the state C:No-Till Non-
Irrigated Class with a
yield of 267.7103 bushels
per acre. The hybrid used
in the winning field was
DEKALB DKC70-27RIB.
The winning field was
located in West Virginia.

Bailey Wolpert was
one of 530 state winners
nationwide. The 2021
contest participation
included 7,213 entries
from 47 states. Of the
state winners, 27 growers
— three from each of nine
classes — were named
national winners,
representing 14 states.

The average yield
among national winners
was more than 376.7593

bushels per acre — more
than double the projected
2021 U.S. average of 177
bushels per acre. While
there is no overall contest
winner, yields from
first, second and third
place farmers’ overall
production categories
topped out at 269.4164
bushels per acre.

Farmers are
encouraged through the
contest to utilize new,
efficient production
techniques.

Agronomic data
gleaned from the contest
revealed the following:

e Average planting
population for the
national winners was
38,111 seeds per acre,
compared to 34,751 for
all entrants.

e National winners
applied an average
of 276.1851 pounds
of nitrogen, 82.5925
pounds of phosphorus
and 134.0740 pounds of
potassium per acre.

e Average commercial
nitrogen use per bushel
of yield was 0.88 pounds
for the national winners
and 0.89 pounds for all
entrants.

e 40 percent of the
national winners applied
trace minerals, compared
to 41 percent of all
entrants.

e 45 percent of national
winners applied manure,
compared to 18.35
percent of all entrants.

The National Corn
Yield Contest began in
1965 with 20 entries from
3 states. At that time, the
highest overall yield was
218.9 bushels per acre,
while the national yield
average was in the mid-
60 bushel-per-acre range.

All 2021 contest
winners were invited
to attend the 2022
Commodity Classic
held March 10-12 in
New Orleans, LA. For a
complete list of winners
and for more information
about NCYC, visit the
NCGA website at www.
