Sluss Sentenced to 
Six Years for Child 
Pornography

Stephen L. Sluss, 
a former Hurricane 
attorney whose law 

Midland Trail (opposite 
Hurricane Middle 
School), was sentenced to 
six years in prison for a 
child pornography crime. 
United States Attorney 
Mike Stuart announced 
Monday of this week that 
Sluss, 59, of Scott Depot, 
had previously pleaded 
guilty to receiving 
child pornography. 
United States District 
Court Judge Robert C. 
Chambers imposed the 
sentence. Sluss was 
ordered to serve 15 years 
on federal supervised 
release after completion 
of his prison term, and 
will also be required to 
register as a sex offender.  
Sluss was also ordered to 
pay a special assessment 
of $5,000.

“These are violent, 
heinous, disgusting 
crimes,” said United 
States Attorney 
Mike Stuart.  “Child 
sexual exploitation 
investigations and 
prosecutions are a 

the seriousness of 
these crimes.  I greatly 
appreciate the excellent 
and hard work of the 
West Virginia State 
Police, the West Virginia 
Internet Crimes Against 
Children Task Force, 
and the United States 
Department of Homeland 

Security - Homeland 
Security Investigations.”

Sluss admitted 

he received videos of 
prepubescent minors 
engaged in sex acts. The 
videos were received by 
Sluss via the Internet.  
The investigation 
revealed that Sluss 
was using a web-based 
chatting service to access 
and download child 
pornography,   Sluss 
further admitted to 
possessing over 600 
images and videos of 
minors engaged in sex 
acts, and that some of 
those images involved 
sadistic conduct.

Assistant United 
States Attorneys Lisa G. 
Johnston and Jennifer 
Rada Herrald handled 
the prosecution.

The case was brought 
as part of Project Safe 
Childhood, a nationwide 
initiative launched 

Department of Justice 
to combat the growing 
epidemic of child sexual 
exploitation and abuse. 
Led by the United States 

the Criminal Division’s 
Child Exploitation 
and Obscenity Section, 
Project Safe Childhood 
marshals federal, state, 
and local resources to 
locate, apprehend, and 
prosecute those who 
sexually exploit children, 
and to identify and rescue 
victims.

The Burley Tobacco Harvest

It was not so long 
ago that local farmers 
harvested their tobacco 
crops around this time of 
year. From late August 
into October, farmers 
were out in their tobacco 

and hauling it to the 
barn for drying. After 
curing in the barn, 
the crop was prepared 
for sale at the tobacco 
market where it was sold 
around Thanksgiving. 
Burley tobacco provided 
a cash crop for farmers 
to buy school supplies for 
children and Christmas 
gifts.

Many Putnam 
residents still recall 
raising the crop with 
fondness and nostalgia. 
Jon Sumner of Florida, 
a former Hurricane 
resident, shared this 
picture on Facebook 
recently. He writes, “See 
the young boy with the 
tobacco leaves in his 
hand. When I was a small 
boy, that was my job. I 
would pick up all the loose 
leaves and put them on a 
wire and then hang them 
up. Sometimes my little 
sister (Rosie) was there

Praying for 
Second Chances

Like countless others, 
I have viewed Facebook 
postings of the video 
showing a Kia Soul 
smashing into the Scott 
Depot Dairy Queen.

The video shows the 
vehicle flying through an 
intersection at high speed 
and plowing directly into 
the DQ at 7:10 p.m. on 
Saturday, May 21. I saw no 
evidence of any attempt 
by the driver to swerve or 
to slow. 

It looked to be 
intentional. Looks, in this 
instance, were exactly 
correct. Several news 
outlets reported that the 
operator, Casey Oxley, 
told State Police that he 
did it on purpose. Oxley’s 
motive has yet to be made 
known. It appeared to me 
that Oxley intended to 
harm or to kill himself.

Miraculously, no one 
was injured. The Kia came 
to rest in the inside dining 
area. The dining area 
was closed. DQ owners, 
Veronica and Jeff Diehl, 
had planned to begin 
serving customers indoors 
for the first time since 
the onset of the Covid 
pandemic on that very 
day, Saturday, May 21. 
That plan was cancelled 
because Saturday’s high 
temperatures would have 
pushed employees beyond 
measure.

The DQ will remain 
closed for quite some 
time. The building has 
been deemed structurally 
unsafe and has to be 

rebuilt. 
While Saturday did 

not go as planned for the 
Diehls, Oxley’s plan (if 
he had one) did not go 
as he expected. He was 
taken to CAMC Teays 
Valley. While there, Oxley 
was uncooperative. He 
has been charged with 
five counts of attempted 
malicious assault, battery 
on a health care worker, 
battery on emergency 
personnel, assault on 
emergency personnel, 
felony destruction of 
property and reckless 
driving. Oxley is now in 
the Western Regional Jail 
in Barboursville. His bond 
is $100,000 cash only.

While I do not know 
Oxley’s intent, I am 
confident that it was not to 
be housed in the Regional 
Jail. I suspect that he 
crashed into the building 
with the expectation of 
never seeing another day. 

Everything happens 
for a reason. Sometimes 
the reason is chance — 
sometimes, someone wins 
the Powerball Jackpot. 
That chance is very, very 
small. Upon reviewing the 
video of the crash, I would 
say that Oxley’s chances of 
survival were small. The 
chances of his walking 
away uninjured would 
have been very, very small. 
Sometimes, the unlikely 
happens. Sometimes the 
most undeserving get a 
second chance. 

I am praying that Oxley 
will take advantage of the 
second chance which he 
has been given.

1/2 	 teaspoon dried oregano 
1/2 	 teaspoon cumin
1/2 	 teaspoon chipotle powder 
1/2 	 teaspoon salt 
1/4 	 teaspoon garlic powder
1 	 tablespoon olive oil 

Pizza Bites: 
3 	 tablespoons olive oil 
1 	 cup sliced sweet onion 
5 	 mini bagels 
1 	 large zucchini, sliced 1/2 inch (10 slices)
1 	 cup marinara sauce
1 	 cup walnut chorizo 
1/2 	 cup crumbled goat cheese 
1/2 	 cup chopped basil

To make walnut chorizo: In food processor, pulse walnuts until finely 
crumbled. Transfer to mixing bowl.

In food processor, pulse pinto beans, lime juice, paprika, oregano, cumin, 
chipotle powder, salt and garlic powder until mixture resembles ground meat. 
Stir bean mixture with walnut pieces.

In medium skillet over medium heat, heat olive oil. Add walnut chorizo and 
cook 5-7 minutes until lightly browned, using spatula to break into crumbles.

To make pizza bites: In pan over medium heat, heat olive oil and add onion. 
Cook, stirring occasionally, 15-20 minutes until onion is soft and golden brown.

Preheat oven to 375 F. Line two baking sheets with parchment paper. Halve 
bagels and place on baking sheet. Place zucchini slices on second baking sheet.

Top each bagel and zucchini slice with 1 tablespoon marinara; spread with 
back of spoon. Add 1 tablespoon walnut chorizo crumbles to each bagel and 
zucchini slice. Sprinkle with caramelized onion and goat cheese.

Bake 10 minutes.
Cool 5 minutes on baking sheets. Top with basil.

Paul’s Thorn in the Flesh
II Corinthians 12:1-10

Paul states that it is not profitable for him to glory in himself. In 
chapter 11, glorying in the flesh is exactly what Paul appears to have 
done (see 11:18-28). Paul’s apparent boasting in the flesh, however, was 
not to promote himself but to reveal to his detractors that they had no 
cause to rejoice in themselves.

Nonetheless, it was not expedient for him to glory because his glorying 
brought to mind visions and revelations — visions and revelations which 
caused him to think more highly of self than one should. 

“I will come to visions and revelations of the Lord” (v. 1). Visions and 
revelations of the Lord are hardly of the flesh. God reaches out to them 
whom He chooses. God reached out to Abraham while he was yet in Ur. 
God spoke to Abraham before Abraham’s belief was counted to him for 
righteousness. As it was with Abraham, it was with Paul. God spoke to 
Paul while he was yet Saul. 

The incident (v. 2-4) which Paul describes occurred 14 years before 
he wrote this epistle. The calendar date would have been around 42 
A.D., about five years prior to his first missionary journey. Based upon 
Acts 11:25, Paul likely dwelt in Tarsus at the time of the vision. 

Paul was taken up into paradise. What he experienced was too 
wonderful for words. He describes seeing that which is not lawful for a 
man to utter. The Lord gives revelations to men for His purposes. The 
Lord did not show these things to Paul such that Paul should lift himself 
up. 

Paul saw and heard that which God has prepared for them who love 
Him (I Cor. 2:9, Isa. 64:4). Paul knew what he had seen. Paul saw that 
which is too wonderful for a man to see. Paul states that he could not tell 
if he were in the body or out of the body. Paul saw that which the flesh 
is not allowed to see.

Paul desired to glory in that which he had experienced but he had no 
cause to glory in himself. Paul would glory in that which the Lord had 
done. He would do so by glorying in his infirmities. Paul possessed an 
infirmity, a thorn in the flesh. 

Many have speculated upon the identity of Paul’s thorn in the flesh. 
While the scriptures do not reveal the nature of the thorn, Paul states 
the reason that he was given this infirmity. His infirmity allowed 
a messenger of Satan to buffet him (v. 7). The thorn in his flesh was 
beneficial to Paul. Romans 8:28 states that all things work together for 
good to them that love God, to them who are called according to His 
purpose. Paul’s thorn was for his own good; it was needful.

When we consider one buffeted by Satan, Job comes to mind. God 
used Satan’s buffeting to correct Job’s self-righteousness. Paul, unlike 
Job, knew the reason for Satan’s buffeting from the beginning. Paul knew 
the thorn prevented him from glorying in the flesh. Paul knew that the 
thorn made it necessary for him to rely upon God and not upon self.

Paul prayed three times that the Lord might remove the thorn with 
which he was buffeted. The Lord answered: “My grace is sufficient for 
thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness” (v. 9). The Lord’s 
answer to Paul’s prayer was “No!” 

In John 16:23-24, Jesus said, “Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in 
my name, he will give it you. Hitherto have ye asked nothing in my 
name: ask, and ye shall receive, that your joy may be full.” Jesus spoke 
these words to His disciples, to the apostles. Paul was not an apostle 
when Jesus spoke these words. Nonetheless, the Lord’s words are fully 
applicable to Paul. Paul prayed three times asking that the thorn be 
removed. Paul asked but did not receive. How could the Lord say No?

The Lord did not remove the thorn because thorn removal would not 
fulfill Paul’s joy. It was the desire of Paul’s heart that the will of the Father 
be done. It is the will of the Father that men might see His strength — a 
strength made perfect in weakness. The Lord wanted His strength to be 
seen through Paul. The power of the Lord cannot be revealed by works 
of the flesh — even the flesh of them who love Him.

Because Paul heard and understood God’s answer, he gloried in his 
infirmities. Paul gloried because his weakness allowed the strength of 
God (the power of Christ) be seen in him (v. 9). Paul took pleasure in all 
things which he suffered for Christ’s sake because in his weakness, the 
strength of God was revealed.

 How is the strength of the Lord revealed? The power of Christ is seen 
in changed lives. Paul led many to repentance. There is joy in heaven 
(Lk. 15:10) when sinners repent and turn to Him who suffered death for 
them. When Paul became weak in the flesh, he became strong (v. 10). 

All believers are called to abide in Christ and given the promise that 
He shall abide in us. Let us, like Paul, be weak such that Christ be seen 
in us. The Lord would have all to come to repentance (II Pet. 3:9).

Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
uses the collective pronoun, we, in describing himself and all who 
are under the covenant as sinners, undeserving of His grace — as 
sinners who have rebelled against God and departed from His ways.

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Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth 
do. We are called to reveal God’s righteousness, not His wrath. 
We are not to ignore His truth. We are not to live in the manner 
of them who ignore God.

We know to do good. We know that we are to love one another 
as He loves us. Let us be about the Father’s business.

The undergraduate 
t eacher  preparat i on 
program at West Virginia 
State University (WVSU) 
has been named among the 
best in the nation when it 
comes to ensuring future 
elementary teachers have 
the essential content and 
skills they need to teach 
mathematics. 

The National Council on 
Teacher Quality (NCTQ), 
a  nat i ona l  research 
and policy organization 
t h a t  e v a l u a t e s  t h e 
core requirements and 
practices of more than 
1,100 programs that 
prepare future elementary 
teachers released a report 
th i s  week  in  wh i ch 
the program at WVSU 
earned an A+ designation 

for its requirements in 
elementary math. WVSU 
is among only 79 programs 
in the nation to earn this 
distinction. The specific 
courses and requirements 
for the undergraduate 
program at WVSU are 
included as an “Exemplar 
Resource” in the report, 
serving as a guide to help 
other programs improve.

“Mathematics is a huge 
component in setting the 
foundation for students,” 
said Dr. J. Paige Carney, 
WVSU interim provost 
and vice president for 
academic affairs.

Announces Winners of ‘Kids 
Kick Opioids’ Design Contest

West Virginia Attorney 
General Patrick Morrisey 
announced 12 students 
from the Metro Valley 
as regional winners of 
the office’s sixth Kids 
Kick Opioids contest, a 
competition designed to 
spur creativity and raise 
awareness of prescription 
painkiller abuse.

P u t n a m  C o u n t y 
winners are Jonathan 
Easter of Hurricane 
M i d d l e  S c h o o l  i n 
Putnam County; Mia 
Carper of West Teays 
Elementary School; and 
Kenzie Hendren and Erin 
Walls of Winfield Middle 
School.

“ T h e s e  e n t r i e s 
demonstrate the immense 
creativity and talent of 
our students,” Attorney 
General Morrisey said. 
“In some instances, their 
designs also reveal the 
heartbreaking situations 
that  some students 
experience at home. 
Drug abuse continues 
to needlessly claim too 
many lives and our hope 
is the entries from these 
talented students will 
bring greater awareness 
and change.”

The Attorney General 
received a total of 2,798 
e n t r i e s  f r o m  2 , 8 7 6 
students at 78 middle 
and elementary schools 
across West Virginia. The 
submissions included a 
mix of drawings, poems 
and other designs aimed 
at promoting awareness.

Judges recognized 
winning entries from 79 
students overall. Those 
designs will be displayed 
in the State Capitol in 
the fall.

The statewide winner 
and runner up will be 
announced soon. The 
s t a t e w i d e  w i n n i n g 
entry will appear in 
newspapers across West 
Virginia as the Attorney 
General’s next public 
service announcement.

Kids Kick Opioids 
represents one of many 
initiatives through which 
the Attorney General has 
sought to combat West 
Virginia’s drug overdose 
death rate, including 
a lawsuit against the 
U.S. Drug Enforcement 
Administration that 
a c h i e v e d  s w e e p i n g 
reforms to the nation’s 
drug quota system.

The Attorney General 
also has combated the 
opioid crisis with civil 
litigation, multistate 
initiatives, funding to 
target opioid abuse, 
criminal prosecutions, 
n e w  t e c h n o l o g y , 
engagement with the 
faith-based community 
and education.
