Sluss Sentenced to 
Six Years for Child 
Pornography

Stephen L. Sluss, 
a former Hurricane 
attorney whose law 

Midland Trail (opposite 
Hurricane Middle 
School), was sentenced to 
six years in prison for a 
child pornography crime. 
United States Attorney 
Mike Stuart announced 
Monday of this week that 
Sluss, 59, of Scott Depot, 
had previously pleaded 
guilty to receiving 
child pornography. 
United States District 
Court Judge Robert C. 
Chambers imposed the 
sentence. Sluss was 
ordered to serve 15 years 
on federal supervised 
release after completion 
of his prison term, and 
will also be required to 
register as a sex offender.  
Sluss was also ordered to 
pay a special assessment 
of $5,000.

“These are violent, 
heinous, disgusting 
crimes,” said United 
States Attorney 
Mike Stuart.  “Child 
sexual exploitation 
investigations and 
prosecutions are a 

the seriousness of 
these crimes.  I greatly 
appreciate the excellent 
and hard work of the 
West Virginia State 
Police, the West Virginia 
Internet Crimes Against 
Children Task Force, 
and the United States 
Department of Homeland 

Security - Homeland 
Security Investigations.”

Sluss admitted 

he received videos of 
prepubescent minors 
engaged in sex acts. The 
videos were received by 
Sluss via the Internet.  
The investigation 
revealed that Sluss 
was using a web-based 
chatting service to access 
and download child 
pornography,   Sluss 
further admitted to 
possessing over 600 
images and videos of 
minors engaged in sex 
acts, and that some of 
those images involved 
sadistic conduct.

Assistant United 
States Attorneys Lisa G. 
Johnston and Jennifer 
Rada Herrald handled 
the prosecution.

The case was brought 
as part of Project Safe 
Childhood, a nationwide 
initiative launched 

Department of Justice 
to combat the growing 
epidemic of child sexual 
exploitation and abuse. 
Led by the United States 

the Criminal Division’s 
Child Exploitation 
and Obscenity Section, 
Project Safe Childhood 
marshals federal, state, 
and local resources to 
locate, apprehend, and 
prosecute those who 
sexually exploit children, 
and to identify and rescue 
victims.

The Burley Tobacco Harvest

It was not so long 
ago that local farmers 
harvested their tobacco 
crops around this time of 
year. From late August 
into October, farmers 
were out in their tobacco 

and hauling it to the 
barn for drying. After 
curing in the barn, 
the crop was prepared 
for sale at the tobacco 
market where it was sold 
around Thanksgiving. 
Burley tobacco provided 
a cash crop for farmers 
to buy school supplies for 
children and Christmas 
gifts.

Many Putnam 
residents still recall 
raising the crop with 
fondness and nostalgia. 
Jon Sumner of Florida, 
a former Hurricane 
resident, shared this 
picture on Facebook 
recently. He writes, “See 
the young boy with the 
tobacco leaves in his 
hand. When I was a small 
boy, that was my job. I 
would pick up all the loose 
leaves and put them on a 
wire and then hang them 
up. Sometimes my little 
sister (Rosie) was there

to help me. When I was 
a little older, I was the 
guy handing up the stick 
(depending on size, we

County Commission 
Acts to Reopen 
Poca Supermarket 
By Ron Allen
 

The Putnam County 
Commission approved 
an Asset Purchase and 
Lease Agreement at 
its Thursday, May 26, 
meeting which will result 
in Putnam Holdings, LLC 
maintaining or causing 
a grocery business to be 
maintained in Poca.

The agreement means 
that the real estate involved 
will be listed under the 
name of the Putnam 
County Development 
Authority and will not be 
subject to property taxes 
for a 15-year period on 
the condition that the 
old Poca Supermarket be 
reopened and continue to 
operate.

Poca residents have 
been without a grocery 
store since April 1st 
following unexpected 
closure of the Poca 
Foodfair. The closure has 
caused a loss of B&O tax 
revenue. 

Putnam Holdings is in 
the progress of renovating 
the old supermarket and 
one other business. 

Sources report that 
negotiations are in 
progress with Putnam 
Holdings involving two 

different parties who are 
interested in reopening 
the supermarket.

The arrangement 
will result in the loss of 
approximately $22,000 
per year in property tax 
revenue to the County and 
the Town. Mayor Wimpy 
Jones reported the B&O 
tax revenue created by the 
reopening will more than 
offset the loss in property 
taxes. Mayor Jones 
stated that he is hopeful 
that Poca will have an 
operating supermarket 
before summer’s end.

Putnam County 
property transfer records 
reveal Putnam Holdings 
purchased the 1.32-acre 
supermarket plot from 
M C Inc. for $1,010,000 
on May 20th. Putnam 
Holdings LLC maintains 
an office in Eleanor.

In other business, the 
Commission approved 
the sale of 0.116 acres of 
county property in Curry 
District to Sierra Sheltz 
and Jacob Burns for 
$2,158. The property was 
sold online by auction 
through Govdeals.com. 
The Commission had set 
a minimum bid of $500 
for the property at prior 
meeting.

which area includes the 
Neckar Valley and the 
Black Forest.

Among the earliest 
records of this Wise 
(Weiss) family in America 
are those church records 
of the Old Goshenhoppen 
Reformed Church and 
the New Goshenhoppen 
Reformed Church in 
what is now Montgomery 
County, Pennsylvania. 
These records reveal that 
Johann Ehrhart Weiss, 
an ancestor of this family, 
was a member of the Old 
Goshenhoppen Reformed 
Church, and further 
research has revealed that 
he was born in Germany in 
1723 and came to America 
at the age of fifteen.

Also, the records show 
that Johann Ehrhart Weiss 
had a son Philip Weiss, 
born in 1749, who moved 
from that community 
to York County, 
Pennsylvania, where he 
and his family were living 
in Lower Chanceford 
Township when the 1790 
Census was taken. Later, 
about 1810, Philip Weiss 
and several members of his 
family, including his sons 
John, Jacob, and George, 
moved to Belmont County, 
Ohio. His son Henry 
remained in York County 
and there are numerous 
of his descendants living 
there today.

Jacob, born in 1779 in 
Pennsylvania, became a 
blacksmith, but was killed 
at a relatively early date 
(1817) in a horse related 
accident, leaving a widow 
and several children 
including Samuel Wise 
born in 1815. Samuel 
married Margaret Hinkle, 
daughter of Christopher 
Hinkle, a veteran of the 
War of 1812, and they 
had children Sarah, Jacob, 
Susannah, Thomas, John, 
and Samuel David. The 
Samuel Wise family moved 
first to Licking County, 
Ohio, where Sarah was 
born, and later to the 
Wegee settlement in south 
Belmont County, Ohio, 
and then finally to Gallia 
County, Ohio, in 1856. 
Susannah and John died 
as children in Belmont 
County.

In Gallia County, the 
Wise family lived first 
along Raccoon Creek 
as neighbors of several 
others of their cousins 
and their families. Later, 
the Samuel Wise family 
moved to Clay Township 
in Gallia County, where 
Samuel Wise maintained 
a wood-working shop and 
worked as a carpenter, 
undertaker, and farmer. 
All three of his sons moved 
to Putnam County, West 
Virginia, at different times, 
but Thomas, who married 
a Putnam County woman, 
Charlotte Meddings, 
returned to Gallia County, 
where he remained until 
his death. Thomas was 
well known in the county 
as a fruit farmer and 
undertaker.

Jacob Wise, who was a 
farmer and fruit grower, 
first married Martha Wise 
of Gallia County, and later 
married Martha Meddings 
after the death of his first 
wife. Jacob Wise is buried 
in Mt. Vernon Cemetery in 
Putnam County.

Samuel David Wise, 
born in Belmont County, 

Ohio, in 1850, became 
a wood-worker and 
carpenter. He learned his 
trade as an apprentice 
to his father. Together 
they built houses in the 
Gallia County area and 
wood products in their 
shop in Clay Township. 
In 1870, Samuel David 
Wise brought a wagon-
load of grain cradles 
across the river to sell in 
Putnam County. At 20 
years of age, he was not 
yet emancipated, but after 
selling the grain cradles, 
he remained in Putnam 
County. At the James 
Thomas Ellis farm he 
met Henrietta Ellis, who 
he married in 1870. He 
was twenty years of age; 
she was seventeen. From 
this union, a large and 
boisterous family resulted.

Samuel David (usually 
referred to as David 
or S.D.) and Henrietta 
settled in the new Village 
of Hurricane to establish 
one of Hurricane’s 
pioneer families. In time, 
thirteen children made 
their appearance in the 
household, as follows:

Launa Myrtle Wise 
Clarence E. Wise Charles 
A. Wise

Lovell E. Wise (born in 
Gallia County, Ohio; died 
in infancy)

Lillian Pearl Wise Sarah 
Buelah Wise

Cordelia B. Wise (called 
Carie) Harry Virgil Wise

Fannie R. Wise (called 
Fay) Claira L. Wise

Nellie A. Wise Fred 
Eugene Wise

Mary Marguerite Wise
David Wise was able 

to put his trade to good 
use in the Hurricane 
area. The coming of the 
C&O Railroad brought a 
building boom for a time. 
In the 1880 Census for 
the Village of Hurricane, 
David Wise is the only 
house-carpenter listed. But 
he not only built houses, 
churches, and such 
buildings, but any other 
wooden structures. For 
a time, he built culverts 
and bridges for the C&0 
Railroad. Later, he worked 
as a carpenter for the Black 
Diamond Coal Company 
at a place in Kanawha 
County now known as 
Diamond. This company 
experienced somewhat of 
a boom from about 1900 
until about 1905, the time 
during which members of 
the Wise family lived in the 
area. It was here that David 
lost Henrietta to cancer 
of the uterus in 1904. 
Her death, lingering and 
painful, was a traumatic 
event for the whole family. 
As she neared death, the 
children were called to 
her bedside co kiss their 
mother goodbye. It was 
an experience they would 
never forget. Henrietta 
is buried in the Witcher 
Creek Cemetery.

David never re-married. 
He continued to build 
houses, churches, schools, 
barns, or whatever people 
needed that a carpenter 
could build. At times 
he would be assisted by 
sons and/or sons-in-
law. He continued such 
work until he neared 
eighty years of age when 
he went to live with the 
family of his daughter, 
Cordelia Childers, near 
Coal Mountain on Route 
60. There in 1933 he 
succumbed to diabetes and 

the relentless processes of 
aging at eighty-three years. 
He is buried in the Mt. 
Vernon Cemetery.

months prior to America’s 
entry in the Great War 
which was to end all wars.

The author, Lieutenant-
Colonel John McCrae, 
was Canadian physician 
who headed a military 
hospital in close proximity 
to the front lines in the 
spring of 1915. Following 
the Second Battle of Ypres 
in the Flanders region 
of Belgium, McCrae 
presided over the funeral 
of friend and fellow 
soldier Lieutenant Alexis 
Helmer who was killed on 
May 2, 1915. Following 
the funeral, McCrae 
looked over the fresh 
graves of the fallen. He 
noted the poppies which 
had burst into bloom and 
the rows of crosses. It was 
a sight which he would 
not have seen one week

Contest, in which lying 
is an encouraged part of 
storytelling.

On both Saturday and 
Sunday, Putnam County-
based Appalachian Lasses 
did demonstrations 
of traditional Scottish 
and Irish dancing. The 
Lasses are affiliated with 
Mountain Dance, which 
is based on Red House 
hill and composed of local 
dancers. Many of the kilts 
that the dancers wore 
were made from material 
imported from Scotland, 
and represent the tartans 
of Scottish ancestors.

Scottish and Irish 
dancing actually has a long 
history in Putnam County. 
In the 1960’s, the WVU 
4-H Extension Agency 
put an emphasis upon 
educating the public about 
the culture and traditions 
of Britain and Europe at 
the time in which many 
of the original settlers 
came to the Appalachian 
Mountains. 4-H Agent Jane 
Cox George organized a 
group of interested people 
from Putnam County and 
attended the West Virginia 
Mountain Heritage 
Weekends at Hawks Nest, 
in which they learned 
more about the roots of 
traditional Appalachian 
culture. There were 
linguistic workshops on 
the archaic dialects of the 
Scots-Irish settlers taught 
by Wylene Dial of Lincoln 
County; workshops about 
historical instruments such 
as dulcimers, banjo, fiddle, 
tin whistle, and bagpipes, 
taught by Frank George 
of Roan County; and 
workshops on traditional 
Black Spirituals taught by 
Bill Hairston. Sue Lang, 
a woman from Scotland, 
taught traditional Scottish 
dances, and Marian 
Castalo of Huntington 
taught English country 
dancing.

Organized by 4-H 
Agent Jane Cox George, 
a company of dancers 
called the SinéAnna 
Scottish Dance Group 
traveled around the state, 
performing at different 
fairs and festivals in the 
1960’s and 70’s. Later, 
in the 1980’s, members 
of the Confidence Wild 
Cats 4-H Club formed 
the Appalachian Lads 
and Lasses. This 4-H club 
is now defunct, but the 
dance group lives on as 
the Appalachian Lasses, 
organized by Chantil 
McCormick, a teacher at 
Confidence Elementary 
School.

Several people from 
Putnam County and 
surrounding areas 
participated in the various 
contests held during 
the Vandalia Gathering. 
Sunday’s participants 
included Janie Miles of 
Pliny (Lap Dulcimer); 
Jane Stover of Red House 
(Old Time Banjo); Jared 
Thacker of Hurricane 
(Flat Pick Guitar); Matt 
Lindsey of Culloden (Flat 
Pick Guitar); Christopher 
Lindsey of Culloden (Youth 
Flat Pick Guitar); and Bob 
Gilmore of Hurricane (Flat 
Pick Guitar). The Breeze 
does not have a full list of 
participants for both days.

It was reported that 
McCrae wrote the poem 
on the spot and then 
crumpled and discarded 
it. It was retrieved by a 
fellow soldier. Months 
later McCrea submitted 
the poem for publication. 
The poem was publish and 

republished worldwide 
and became synonymous 
with the sacrifice of the 
soldiers who died in the 
First World War. The 
poem now memorializes 
the sacrifice of all 
who have perished for 
freedom’s cause.

Samuel’s Calling and Ministry
I Samuel 3:1-9, 19-20; 7:3-5, 10, 12

The text before us records the calling of Samuel (Chapter 3) and the 
beginning of his ministry (Chapter 7). The two events took place a little 
over three thousand years ago and are separated by approximately 22 
or 23 years. At the time of Samuel’s calling, Israel had dwelt in the land 
which God had promised to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob and their heirs for 
three hundred years. During that three hundred years, there was no king 
in Israel and every man did that which was right in his own eyes (Judg. 
21:25). It was a time in which few, very few, lived according to the law 
given to Moses.

The time is described as one in which the word of the Lord was precious 
(precious as in scarce) and there was no open vision (men had closed their 
hearts to the Lord) [v. 1]. During this time, “The child Samuel ministered 
unto the Lord before Eli.” Eli was very old and his advanced years had 
resulted in loss of eyesight. He relied upon Samuel for physical and visual 
assistance.

It was in the early hours of dawn (the lamp of God which burned within 
the tabernacle was extinguished at daybreak [Ex. 27:21]) that Samuel 
heard what he thought to be the voice of Eli. Samuel answered and rushed 
to Eli. Eli had not called him and instructed him to lie down. No sooner 
had Samuel returned to his bed, he heard again what he perceived to be 
the voice of Eli. Samuel answered but Eli had not called. 

When Samuel responded to the voice a third time, Eli realized that 
the voice that called out to Samuel was the Lord. Eli told Samuel that he 
should answer: “Speak, Lord; for thy servant heareth.” 

The Lord made it known to Eli through a man of God that his house 
would come to an end and his two sons would die on the same day (see 
2:27-34). When Eli heard Samuel relate the same word (3:11-14) which 
a man of God spoke, Eli knew with absolute certainty that Samuel was 
chosen by God to speak to all Israel.

 The arm of the Lord is not short. The Lord did not call out three times 
to Samuel because Samuel needed Eli’s help in understanding. The Lord 
called out three times because He wanted Eli to broadcast that Samuel had 
been chosen deliver the word of the Lord all Israel (see v. 19-20). 

The promised day of reckoning came and Eli and his sons all died 
upon the same day (4:17-18). Twenty years passed between 7:1 and 7:3. 

In verse 3, Samuel implored Israel to return unto the Lord with all their 
heart. God intended Israel to be a kingdom of priests and a holy nation 
(Ex. 19:6). Samuel’s message was: Do what God says and He will deliver 
you from Philistine oppression.

God had allowed Israel’s enemy to defeat them because His people were 
not doing that which He requires. God’s covenant with Israel required the 
nation to keep His commandments and His statutes.

Samuel is specific in his charges against Israel. He cites worship of 
Baalim and Ashtaroth. Israel could not be known as a holy nation and a 
kingdom of priests by embracing false gods.

Samuel called out to Israel to gather at Mizpeh where he would pray 
to God on their behalf. From a practical standpoint, the men of Israel 
could have remained in their homes while Samuel prayed. By gathering at 
Mizpeh, the children of Israel demonstrated an expectation — God would 
honor Samuel’s petition.

Israel drew water and poured it out before the Lord. Why? It was an 
outward act that symbolized an inner emotion. They were truly repentant. 
The outward act of pouring out water was a visible testimony of what they 
experienced in their hearts. God looks upon men’s hearts and does not 
require a visible display. Israel poured out the water because they believed 
God would respond. God honors all who pour their hearts out to Him.

The gathering at Mizpeh was immediately known to the Philistines. 
The name Mizpeh suggests that it was a high place, not be a place chosen 
for a secret gathering. The Philistines quickly gathered their forces and 
made ready to battle Israel. When the children of Israel learned of the 
Philistinian action, they were afraid and called upon Samuel to continue to 
pray such that God would save them. They looked to God for deliverance.

Samuel offered up a burnt offering wholly unto God. In a burnt 
offering, the sacrifice is wholly consumed by fire and ascends to the Lord. 
Nothing is held back. 

God answered Samuel’s petition by thundering with a great thunder 
upon the Philistines. Israel easily defeated the Philistine army which was 
in total disarray.

Israel’s purpose in gathering at Mizpeh was to have Samuel pray to God 
such that He would deliver them from the hand of the Philistines. Samuel 
and Israel did that which God wanted and God delivered. When God’s 
people do that which He requires, He responds.

Today, believers are under a better covenant, a covenant that carries 
the expectation that we serve Him. The Son has said, “If ye love me, keep 
my commandments.” Let us do as He requires. Let us love one another as 
He loves us.

Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
uses the collective pronoun, we, in describing himself and all who 
are under the covenant as sinners, undeserving of His grace — as 
sinners who have rebelled against God and departed from His ways. 
In verse 6, Daniel confesses that both the leaders of the people and 
the people, themselves, have not listened to the prophets whom God 
has sent. Daniel does not see himself apart from the people. The 
Apostle Paul was moved by the Holy Spirit to state that it is not wise 
to measure self by using others as a measure (II Cor. 10:12). Daniel 

all righteousness belongs to God. God’s people, regardless of their 
physical location (in Judah or in exile), are deserving of shame 
because they have been unfaithful to Him (v. 7).

Daniel’s prayer is addressed to God, but it is a prayer that speaks 
to us. In verse 8, Daniel states a second time that shame (confusion 
of face) belongs to the all inclusive “us”. When Daniel lifted up these 
words, “us” consisted of the descendants of the people with whom 
God made His covenant at Sinai. Does “us” include New Testament 
believers who have a better covenant (see Heb. 8:6)? The question is 

standing with God is the consequence of what the Son has done and 
continues to do. We are not deserving of the gift that God has given 
us. We have failed God and continue to fail Him. We have continual 
need of the Son who intercedes for us. We, like those under the 
covenant given at Sinai, are undeserving of the grace which we have 
received. We need pray as Daniel prayed.

In verse 15, Daniel states that God made His name known by the 
manner in which He brought His people out of the land of Egypt 
and then states: “we have done wickedly.” God delivered Israel from 
bondage and made His righteousness known to them but they failed 
to walk in His righteousness.

We (New Testament believers) note a similar failing. God has 
miraculously delivered us from the bondage of sin but we have failed 
to walk in the newness of life as He intends that we should. We fail 
to focus upon that which God has done (made us alive) and that 
which God intends that we should do (love one another as He loves 
us).

Daniel states that Jerusalem (thy city and thy holy mountain) 
have become a reproach because of “our sins, and for the iniquities of 
our fathers” (v. 16). In verse 17, Daniel asks God to hear his prayer. 
Daniel desired that Jerusalem and the temple be restored such that 
they might seek His great mercies. 
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Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth 
do. We are called to reveal God’s righteousness, not His wrath. 
We are not to ignore His truth. We are not to live in the manner 
of them who ignore God.

We know to do good. We know that we are to love one another 
as He loves us. Let us be about the Father’s business.

West Virginia Working to 
Reverse Veterinarian Shortage
Kent A. Leonhardt
West Virginia Commissioner of Agriculture

During the pandemic, 
folks hunkered down and 
avoided social settings to 
stop the spread of the covid 
virus. As they avoided 
their friends and families, 
they sought out other 
types of companionship, 
household pets. Over 
the last two years, pet 
ownership rose as much 
as 70%, increasing the 
need for veterinarians 
of all types. This has 
created a workforce crisis 
within the animal care 
industry. Even before the 
pandemic, according to 
the U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics, the need for 
veterinarians nationwide 
would increase 16%. 
This has compounded 
the national shortage 
for veterinary services, 
especially within our 
farming communities. In 
West Virginia, we have 
felt this shortage for many 
years, especially those 
doctors and technicians 
who specialize in large 
animals.  

As demand increases 
for household pets, we 
have seen many dual 
practice veterinarians 
drop the less profitable 
farm animal side of their 
practice for the household 
pet care business. Part 
of this equation is the 
national decline in dairy 
farms which were  a 
mainstay for large animal 
practices. As the balance 
shifts away from large 
animal veterinarian care, 
it decreases access to 
services for all farmers, 
which creates another 
hinderance to growing 
animal-based agriculture 
in West Virginia. A safe, 
reliable food system falls 
on the shoulders of our 
veterinarian capacity. 
If we are going to work 
towards building local 
resiliency, we will need 
many more animal care 
professionals.

These professionals’ 
services are not isolated 
to just animal care, as 
most veterinarians have 
training in public health. 
The reason is  many 
animal diseases can be 
transmitted to humans, 
so it is vital veterinarians 
understand the risk to 
human caretakers. WVDA 
Veterinarians worked 
closely with public health 
officials during the early 
stages of the COVID-19 
outbreak as some cats and 
dogs showed symptoms. 
These animals were tested 
to ensure the spread 
wasn’t a risk to our animal 
populations as well as 
those who oversee shelters 
and humane societies. 

Being sure they weren't 
infected was better than 
leaving it to chance, 
especially in the early, 
low-knowledge phase of 
the pandemic. 

Here  at  the  West 
Virginia Department of 
Agriculture we employ five 
full-time veterinarians. 
They work with colleagues 
around the state to create 
best practices as well as 
answer questions from 
the public. These folks 
are also on the front line, 
protecting our livestock 
industries by monitoring 
animal disease outbreaks. 
T h e y  a r e  t h e  o n e s 
overseeing emergency 
action plans and working 
with the industry to 
enhance  b iosecur i ty 
throughout West Virginia. 
From avian influenza to 
chronic wasting disease to 
African swine fever, these 
WVDA staffers show the 
importance these licensed 
professionals play in West 
Virginia. 

I am pleased that the 
legislature has taken up 
the discussion of how we 
best address the shortages 
of veterinary medicine. 
With the abundance of 
funding from numerous 
federal  sources,  now 
may be the right time 
to address this critical 
shortage.  We should 
embrace new technology 
such as tele-veterinary 
medicine in combinations 
w i t h  v e t e r i n a r y 
technicians for on-farm 
care. Any discussion that 
tries to tackle this issue 
must include veterinary 
technician programs 
as they may be a cost-
effective way to move 
forward. I am proud of 
the work my staff is doing 
with WV State University 
a n d  W e s t  V i r g i n i a 
University Davis College 
in a collaboration to build 
a four-year Food Animal 
Veterinary Technology 
Program.

Whatever the solution 
may be, we must act 
now before this problem 
has severe effects on our 
quality of life in West 
Virginia. For many of us, 
our animals are important 
parts of our families. For 
West Virginia’s local food 
systems to grow, we need 
to expand these services to 
our farmers. I applaud our 
Legislature for taking the 
time to see how we tackle 
these problems and move 
the industry forward. 
My hope is we can find 
cost effective means to 
increase the necessary 
veterinary services to 
keep our food supply safe.

The Public Service 
Commission’s June 30, 2021, Order in Case No. 20-1012-E-P required the 
Companies to file an annual MBRC update after March 14 but no later than 
March 21 of 2022, 2023, and 2024. If approved, the increased rates will apply
