Sluss Sentenced to 
Six Years for Child 
Pornography

Stephen L. Sluss, 
a former Hurricane 
attorney whose law 

Midland Trail (opposite 
Hurricane Middle 
School), was sentenced to 
six years in prison for a 
child pornography crime. 
United States Attorney 
Mike Stuart announced 
Monday of this week that 
Sluss, 59, of Scott Depot, 
had previously pleaded 
guilty to receiving 
child pornography. 
United States District 
Court Judge Robert C. 
Chambers imposed the 
sentence. Sluss was 
ordered to serve 15 years 
on federal supervised 
release after completion 
of his prison term, and 
will also be required to 
register as a sex offender.  
Sluss was also ordered to 
pay a special assessment 
of $5,000.

“These are violent, 
heinous, disgusting 
crimes,” said United 
States Attorney 
Mike Stuart.  “Child 
sexual exploitation 
investigations and 
prosecutions are a 

the seriousness of 
these crimes.  I greatly 
appreciate the excellent 
and hard work of the 
West Virginia State 
Police, the West Virginia 
Internet Crimes Against 
Children Task Force, 
and the United States 
Department of Homeland 

Security - Homeland 
Security Investigations.”

Sluss admitted 

he received videos of 
prepubescent minors 
engaged in sex acts. The 
videos were received by 
Sluss via the Internet.  
The investigation 
revealed that Sluss 
was using a web-based 
chatting service to access 
and download child 
pornography,   Sluss 
further admitted to 
possessing over 600 
images and videos of 
minors engaged in sex 
acts, and that some of 
those images involved 
sadistic conduct.

Assistant United 
States Attorneys Lisa G. 
Johnston and Jennifer 
Rada Herrald handled 
the prosecution.

The case was brought 
as part of Project Safe 
Childhood, a nationwide 
initiative launched 

Department of Justice 
to combat the growing 
epidemic of child sexual 
exploitation and abuse. 
Led by the United States 

the Criminal Division’s 
Child Exploitation 
and Obscenity Section, 
Project Safe Childhood 
marshals federal, state, 
and local resources to 
locate, apprehend, and 
prosecute those who 
sexually exploit children, 
and to identify and rescue 
victims.

A TRADITION LOST

The Burley Tobacco Harvest
By Cookie Ambler

It was not so long 
ago that local farmers 
harvested their tobacco 
crops around this time of 
year. From late August 
into October, farmers 
were out in their tobacco 

and hauling it to the 
barn for drying. After 
curing in the barn, 
the crop was prepared 
for sale at the tobacco 
market where it was sold 
around Thanksgiving. 
Burley tobacco provided 
a cash crop for farmers 
to buy school supplies for 
children and Christmas 
gifts.

Many Putnam 
residents still recall 
raising the crop with 
fondness and nostalgia. 
Jon Sumner of Florida, 
a former Hurricane 
resident, shared this 
picture on Facebook 
recently. He writes, “See 
the young boy with the 
tobacco leaves in his 
hand. When I was a small 
boy, that was my job. I 
would pick up all the loose 
leaves and put them on a 
wire and then hang them 
up. Sometimes my little 
sister (Rosie) was there

to help me. When I was 
a little older, I was the 
guy handing up the stick 
(depending on size, we 
usually put 5 or 6 stalks

Special Levy to Be on November Election Ballot

The Putnam County 
Commission made the 
November 8 General 
Election ballot for Putnam 
County a bit longer at 
its July 12 meeting. The 
Commission approved 
a proposal by Putnam 
County Fire Board 
Administrator Rich Pullin 
to have a Fire and EMS 
Special Levy placed before 
voters.

If approved, the 
levy would result in 
approximately $3 million 
funding to the county’s 
fire departments. Pullin 
stated that the annual fire 

fee which homeowners 
and businesses currently 
pay will be discontinued. 
Only homeowners whose 
homes are of $325,000 
and greater value will 
pay more for fire service. 
Businesses will bear the 
lion’s share of the $3 
million increase.

Pullin reported that the 
special levy would allow 
the Fire Service Board 
to provide day-time paid 
firefighters. Volunteers are 
not available to respond 
to calls during normal 
business hours. 

In other business, 
Putnam 911 Director 

Mikyle White presented 
the Commission with a 
MOU between the county 
and WV  Emergency 
Management Division. 
White stated that 
there has not been a 
clear understanding of 
responsibility concerning 
maintenance at the site 
of the communications 
tower on Coal Mountain. 
White said that it has 
been determined that 
the county is responsible 
because it is the land 
leaser. The State will be 
responsible for equipment 
inside of the shelter. White 
said that Putnam 911 
will meet with the land 
owner and take necessary 
steps to comply with the 
agreement which was 
made in 2009 when the 
tower was built. 

The Commission also 
approved a resolution 
which makes the county 
a participating member 
of the WV Emergency 
Medical Services 
Retirement System. The 
cost to the county is 
expected to be less than 

$4,000 per year.
The Commission 

created an ordinance 
which will directly affect 
individuals with failed 
septic systems. County 
Attorney Larry Frye 
said that the Health 
Department has had to 
deal with situations in 
which individuals have 
not corrected a cited 
problem. The ordinance 
establishes penalties for 
first and second-time 
offenses which penalties 
shall be enforced by 
magistrate and/or circuit 
court action.   

C o m m i s s i o n e r 
Andy Skidmore 
announced that there 
will be a Transportation 
Committee meeting on 
Monday, July 25, at 9:30 
am in the Commission 
chambers in which 
officials from WVDOT 
could answer questions 
and concerns that citizens 
may have. The DOT will 
also provide an update 
on the widening of I-64 
and the new bridge 
construction.

My question was, “Why 
didn’t that agent tell 
me we were not his 
customers?” AHAH… I 
wonder… 

What did I take out? 
My children. Nothing 
else. I did not care about 
things. I still do not… 
What would I take today?

My grandchildren 
and children if they are 
here… my pictures… my 
photo albums, although 
the family has most of 
them now… what would 
I take? No things… just 
people… Things do not 
matter to me… they 
never have… if I have 
someth ing  someone 
wants, I give it to them… 

T h a t  f i r e  m a d e 
me realize how easily 
something can happen. 
We sat the kids down 
and explained to two 
little ones the difference 
b e t w e e n  r u l e s  a n d 
emergencies… I must 
add here that people 
at church used to warn 
me that I would have 
two horrible teenagers 
because my kids were too 
good to be true… I never 
had that… they were 
always good good kids 
and are good people… Not 
many sons and daughters 
take care of their mom… 
and never expect one 
thing in return. 

I was so thankful that 
my two little ones knew 
enough to stay out of 
the kitchen… to not go 
near the stove… they 
could have been burned 
because I was careless… 
I know how painful… I 
was burned, as a toddler, 
and I still have the scars 
from that… horrible… 
horrible… I am thankful 
God was watching over 
all of us that day… an 
angel perhaps??? 

The way we were is the 
way we are… sometimes 
careful… sometimes just 
not paying attention… 
but in the end, it all 
turned out (we moved 
across the street to a two 
story house the next year 
or so)… and my little ones 
were safe… I have lived 
almost 75 years, and 
there has never been a 
possession that I cared 
much about… never… 
my children and their 
spouses, my grands… 
my extended family… my 
friends… they matter to 
me the most… because 
we know how fleeting life 
is… one accident… one 
illness… one moment of 
not paying attention… 
prayers to my readers as 
you mask, isolate when 
necessary… vaccinate… 
i f  not  for  you… for 
others… 

WHAT would YOU 
take in a fire?

 
T h e  o t h e r  d a y  I 

read something online 
a b o u t  w h a t  o t h e r s 
take when they have 
fires… California… they 
frequently deal with this 
issue… I have dealt with 
this… Nothing big… just 
a small fire, but I did 
have to stop and think… 

When our kids were 
little,  we lived in a 
one story house with a 
finished basement in 
Ohio. The kitchen was at 
the front of the house with 
a pull out electric range. 
I was making hot dogs 
for my children… seldom 
did they get those by the 
way… I was steaming the 
buns on top of a pot on top 
of the range… and I had 
a hard Tupperware green 
grater… the buns on it… 
I had done this numerous 
times with no problems… 
I am sure some of my 
readers will shake their 
heads and ask where my 
brain was… well, I was in 
my 20’s and not thinking 
I suppose… No other 
explanation… 

My little ones (Nathan 
was in kindergarten, and 
Kathy was not in school 
yet… ) knew the rules in 
our home. One was that 
they never disturbed me 
when I was on the phone. 
Since I was the Church 
Secretary, with the office 
in our downstairs, and 
had numerous other jobs 
at church, we received 
a plethora of calls. That 
day, I was talking to 
my friend, Dorothy, in 
WV. The little ones kept 
coming to the bedroom 
door and peeking in. I 
smiled at them. Finally, 
I smelled smoke. Yes. 
You guessed it .  The 
kitchen stove was on 
fire.  The little ones 
were told that in case 
of emergency PLEASE 
tell me next time. They 
knew the rules, as I said 
before… there are always 
exceptions, little ones.

The plastic caught 
on fire… it burned the 
range up… the brand 
new kitchen carpet… 
which was a thing at that 
time… where I dropped 
the pot… and smoke all 
over the house… it was 
awful.

I  t o o k  t h e  k i d s 
outside… I called the 
fire department… they 
made sure the fire was 
out… I was astounded… 
I could not believe what 
I had done… what I had 
let happen… because it 
was a plastic fire, every 
item of clothing, every 
stuffed item, every inch 
of that house had to be 
cleaned… kitchen had to 
be painted… I won’t go 
into more details but let’s 
say, what a mess.

An aside… I called 
the insurance man to 
come… he said they 
would replace part of it… 
not the carpet… and they 
would not pay for a motel 
for me and the kids… 
Mike was traveling, 
which he did for his job… 

West Virginia State University 
Alumnus Pens Definitive 
“Golden Girls” Guide

While many were at 
home binge-watching 
“Tiger King,” “Cheer” 
or “The Mandalorian” 
dur ing  the  COVID-
induced stay-at-home 
era of 2020, West Virginia 
State University (WVSU) 
alumnus Matt Browning 
was binging a TV show 
from a different era.

A lifelong fan of the 
popular 1980’s sitcom 
“The Golden Gir ls , ” 
B r o w n i n g  h a d  j u s t 
l earned  that  Lyons 
Press, a division of The 
Rowman & Littlefield 
Publishing Group Inc., 
had accepted his book 
proposal for what would 
become “The Definitive 
Golden Girls Cultural 
Reference Guide.”

“If you watch ‘The 
Golden Girls,’ in a lot 
of ways it’s timeless,” 
Browning said. “It’s like 
‘I Love Lucy’ – it’ll be 
around forever. But, if 
you pay attention to the 
humor, a lot of it consists 
of dated references to 
things that were current 
in the 1980s. They were 
constantly mentioning 
entertainers, TV shows 
and movies, politics, and 
just current events from 
that era. Even brand 
names of companies that 
may not exist anymore.”

As newer generations 
discover the show, or even 
older generations, some 
questions of ‘who are they 
talking about?’ and ‘why is 
the audience laughing at 
that reference?’ may come 
up. Rather than having 
to Google the references, 
Browning said he thought 
a book containing them 
all would be nice. Enter: 
“The Definitive Golden 
Girls Cultural Reference 
Guide.”

“Very shortly after I 
signed the book contract, 
the world shut down. 
COVID happened,” he 
said. “Not that there is a 
silver lining to a world-
wide pandemic, but it did 
put me in the house for an 
extended period of time 
where I could just watch 
‘Golden Girls.’”

Browning would joke 
with his friends that he 
had managed to turn 
watching “Golden Girls” 
into a job. He sat down 
with a legal pad and 
pen, turned on Hulu 
and started with the 
Pilot. He would watch 
the show and write 
down every pop culture 
reference he heard, with 
a timestamp for the frame 
it’s mentioned. 

Seven seasons, 180 
episodes, and two full 
legal pads later, he was 
ready to do more research 
and begin writing that 
book. Just to be sure he 
didn’t miss anything, he 
re-watched the entire 
seven season run of the 
show.

“I knew there would be 
a lot of references, but I did 
not know how many there 
would be and I did not 
know every episode would 
have multiple things I 
needed to research,” he 
said. “I wanted to be very 
thorough.”

Structured by episode, 
the book is a mere 400 
pages and includes an 
index for the references 
and an index for episode 
titles. Each reference 
offers dialogue from the 
episode for context.

While the references 
add humor to the show, 
the writing, the chemistry 
among the cast, and the 
issues dealt with on the 
small screen make it 
entertaining even nearly 
40 years after it aired, 
Browning said.

“They  dea l t  w i th 

rac i sm,  gay  r ights , 
A I D S ,  d i v o r c e  a n d 
health concerns that 
women in their 50s and 
60s are facing. These 
are things that are still 
relevant, despite all of the 
references,” he said.

The appeal of “The 
Golden Girls” characters 
of Blanche, Dorothy, 
Soph ia ,  and  Rose ’ s 
universe will not soon go 
away. Many consider it 
classic television.

“ I  was  5  when i t 
debuted and I watched 
those shows with my 
mom and my grandma, 
which I think a lot of 
people of my generation 
who are still fans of it now 
did,” he said.

Long before his book 
hit bookstore shelves 
nationwide, Browning 
began his  career  at 
WVSU where he earned a 
Bachelor of Science degree 
in Communications in 
2004. When he started 
his classes at State, he 
discovered a job opening 
for an office assistant 
within the Extension 
Service.  He applied, 
interviewed, and got the 
job. 

“I did that during 
the day and took night 
classes,” he said.

In 2006, the Extension 
Serv i ce  c rea ted  i t s 
own Communications 
D e p a r t m e n t  a n d 
h e  w a s  h i r e d  a s  a 
C o m m u n i c a t i o n s 
Specialist. In 2009, he 
obtained a master’s degree 
in Integrated Marketing 
C o m m u n i c a t i o n s 
f rom West  Virg in ia 
University. In 2012, he 
was promoted to Director 
of Communications for 
Research and Public 
Service. He left his job 
at the university in 
2021 when he accepted 
a new role as Senior 
Public Affairs Specialist 
w i t h  t h e  U n i t e d 
States Department of 
Agriculture’s National 
Institute of Food and 
Agriculture.

A f t e r  s e v e r a l 
appearances in North 
Caro l ina  ear l i e r  in 
the summer of 2022, 
Browning will head to 
Maryland and Delaware 
on Saturday, July 9 for 
the stops on his book 
tour. This summer and 
fall will bring more stops 
across West Virginia, 
culminating at the West 
Virginia Book Festival in 
October.

His next project is a 
potential TV pilot and 
more books related to 
his “Bookstore Explorer” 
brand building from a 
book he self-published 
showcasing stories of 
independent bookstores 
across West Virginia. The 
first episode is already on 
his YouTube page.

Ezekiel Brings Hope to Israel
Ezekiel 37:1-14

The prophet Ezekiel was among the captives taken to Babylon 
following the conquest of Jerusalem by Nebuchadnezzar in 597 B.C. 
At Babylon, he delivered God’s messages of things near-future and 
far-future to fellow captives. 

Among the first of his prophesies is the destruction of the temple 
which destruction was fulfilled in the days of his ministry. Ezekiel’s 
last prophecies shall not be realized until Christ’s millennial 
kingdom. The text before us speaks of a time which precedes Christ’s 
return. It is in a time in which the house of Israel shall be gathered 
from all countries (v. 14). This gathering is not the return of the 
captives to Judah from Babylon which took place approximately 40 
years after Ezekiel’s ministry ended. The contingent from Babylon 
which re-inhabited Judah and Jerusalem at that time cannot be 
characterized as the whole house of Israel (v. 11). 

 Ezekiel was transported into the far future in which he was 
shown a valley which was filled with bones (v. 1). Ezekiel noted that 
the bones were many and that they were very dry. Through the eyes 
of Ezekiel, we see the bones of a people who had perished in the very 
distant past. 

All who read this scripture hear the Lord ask Ezekiel: “Can these 
bones live? A dried up bone is a dead bone. There has never been a 
single instance in recorded history in which a dead bone has come 
to life. Ezekiel knew this to be true but he answered: “O Lord God 
thou knowest.” Ezekiel knew God. Ezekiel knew that the Lord God 
of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob can do the impossible. 

This scripture exists for God’s purposes. The Holy Spirit moved 
Ezekiel to record these words such that all men might know that 
God can bring life to that which is dead. New Testament believers 
know this to be true because we are evidence of the impossible. We 
have passed from death unto life. We shall not perish because we 
believe the Son has suffered death for us (John 3:16). 

 The Lord directed Ezekiel to prophesy to the bones. Ezekiel was 
instructed to speak to the bones such that the bones might hear the 
word of the Lord (v. 4). In verse 7, Ezekiel stated that he did as the 
Lord instructed. The picture before us is that of Ezekiel speaking to 
the bones in a time which was far to the future — a time that would 
be many years after Ezekiel’s earthly ministry ended. Verse 7 is past 
tense because the future is as the past with God. The Lord is the 
maker of time and is not constrained by it. Only God limits God. 
All that God says shall pass comes to pass as He has spoken. Today, 
Ezekiel prophesies to the dry bones though the written word which 
God has preserved. In 1948, the Lord moved the United Nations 
to re-establish a nation in the land that He promised to Abraham, 
Isaac and Jacob. 

New Testament believers of one hundred years ago would have 
had no cause to believe that they were living in the time in which 
Ezekiel would speak to the dry bones. Not so, today. The Jewish 
population of Palestine has grown from approximately 80,000 in 
1922 to 6.8 million today, an 85 fold increase. The dry bones most 
certainly have gathered.

The bones heard Ezekiel speak. Ezekiel saw the bones come 
together. He saw sinews form upon the bones. Next, he saw flesh 
and skin.  In verse 8, Ezekiel states that which he did not see. He did 
not see the breath of life. The Lord instructed Ezekiel to prophesy to 
the wind and say, “O breath, and breathe upon these slain, that they 
may live” (v. 9). 

In verses 11-14, the Lord explained the vision to Ezekiel. The 
Lord would take His people from the grave and place them in “your 
own land” (v. 14). While flesh and skin have been placed upon the 
bones, the Lord has yet to give a new heart and a new spirit to Israel. 
What the Lord promises to do for Israel is that which He has done 
for all New Testament believers. All who are born again have been 
cleansed by the blood of the Lamb and filled with the Holy Spirit 
who teaches us all things and brings His words to remembrance (Jn. 
14:26).

Ezekiel 37:14 shall not be fulfilled until Israel knows that the 
Lord has performed it. Israel shall not know until Israel receives the 
Spirit and becomes as New Testament believers.

God is speaking to Israel of today. The Lord would have all Israel 
look upon that which He has done and believe. Believe, be filled 
with the Spirit, and live.

Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
uses the collective pronoun, we, in describing himself and all who 
are under the covenant as sinners, undeserving of His grace — as 
sinners who have rebelled against God and departed from His ways. 
In verse 6, Daniel confesses that both the leaders of the people and 
the people, themselves, have not listened to the prophets whom God 
has sent. Daniel does not see himself apart from the people. The 
Apostle Paul was moved by the Holy Spirit to state that it is not wise 
to measure self by using others as a measure (II Cor. 10:12). Daniel 

all righteousness belongs to God. God’s people, regardless of their 
physical location (in Judah or in exile), are deserving of shame 
because they have been unfaithful to Him (v. 7).

Daniel’s prayer is addressed to God, but it is a prayer that speaks 
to us. In verse 8, Daniel states a second time that shame (confusion 
of face) belongs to the all inclusive “us”. When Daniel lifted up these 
words, “us” consisted of the descendants of the people with whom 
God made His covenant at Sinai. Does “us” include New Testament 
believers who have a better covenant (see Heb. 8:6)? The question is 

standing with God is the consequence of what the Son has done and 
continues to do. We are not deserving of the gift that God has given 
us. We have failed God and continue to fail Him. We have continual 
need of the Son who intercedes for us. We, like those under the 
covenant given at Sinai, are undeserving of the grace which we have 
received. We need pray as Daniel prayed.

In verse 15, Daniel states that God made His name known by the 
manner in which He brought His people out of the land of Egypt 
and then states: “we have done wickedly.” God delivered Israel from 
bondage and made His righteousness known to them but they failed 
to walk in His righteousness.

We (New Testament believers) note a similar failing. God has 
miraculously delivered us from the bondage of sin but we have failed 
to walk in the newness of life as He intends that we should. We fail 
to focus upon that which God has done (made us alive) and that 
which God intends that we should do (love one another as He loves 
us).

Daniel states that Jerusalem (thy city and thy holy mountain) 
have become a reproach because of “our sins, and for the iniquities of 
our fathers” (v. 16). In verse 17, Daniel asks God to hear his prayer. 
Daniel desired that Jerusalem and the temple be restored such that 
they might seek His great mercies. 

Daniel desired that God make it possible for His people to worship 
Him in the temple in Jerusalem. It was the desire of Daniel’s heart 
that God lift up His people and His name. God’s city and God’s 
sanctuary lay in ruin. God’s name had been besmirched by His 
people.

The text before us does not include God’s response but God 

manner in which God would make reconciliation for iniquity and 
bring everlasting righteousness would be by sending the Messiah. 
Believers of today look to His return. We see the restoration of the 
nation of Israel in much the manner that Daniel saw the end of 
Babylon’s rule. We look to Matthew 24:32-34 as Daniel looked to 
Jeremiah 25:11-12. Let us declare God’s righteousness while we 
may. “... for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.”

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Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth 
do. We are called to reveal God’s righteousness, not His wrath. 
We are not to ignore His truth. We are not to live in the manner 
of them who ignore God.

We know to do good. We know that we are to love one another 
as He loves us. Let us be about the Father’s business.

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God Demands Justice
Zechariah 7:8-14

The prophet Zechariah was among those who returned to Jerusalem 
following the seventy years of captivity in Babylon. His ministry was 
concurrent with that of Haggai but somewhat different in focus. Zechariah 
is noted for recording more messianic prophecies than any other minor 
prophet.

In the text  before us, Zechariah records the word of the Lord God. Every 
word that is spoken is that of God.

In verses 9 and 10, God directs all who would hear His message (1) to 
execute true judgment, (2) to show compassion and mercy to every man 
and his brother, (3) not to oppress the disadvantaged (widows, orphans, 
strangers and the poor), and (4) not to plot evil things against his brother. 
Each and every one of these directives are contained within the laws that 
God gave Moses. Everyone who would hear Zechariah repeat the Lord’s 
words had heard the same words before.

Is there any difference between the word which was given Zechariah 
and that which was given to Moses? There is no difference in content but 
there is a difference in force. The law was given to Moses seven or eight 
hundred years earlier.

Proposed Amendments to the WV Constitution to be on the  
November 8, 2022, General Election Ballot are as follows:
Title of Amendment: “Amendment No. 1: Clarification of the Judiciary’s  
Role in Impeachment Proceedings Amendment”
Summary of Purpose: Clarifying that courts have no authority or jurisdiction to intercede or intervene in 
or interfere with impeachment proceedings of the House of Delegates or the Senate; and specifying that 
a judgment rendered by the Senate following an impeachment trial is not reviewable by any court of this 
state.
Full Text of the Amendment: 
ARTICLE IV.
§9.  Impeachment of officials.
Any officer of the state may be impeached for maladministration, corruption, incompetency, gross immo-
rality, neglect of duty, or any high crime or misdemeanor.  The House of Delegates has the sole power of 
impeachment.  The Senate has the sole power to try impeachments and no person shall be convict-
ed without the concurrence of two thirds of the members elected thereto.  When sitting as a court of 
impeachment, the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of Appeals, or, if from any cause it be improper for 
him or her to act, then any other judge of that court, to be designated by it, shall preside; and the sena-
tors shall be on oath or affirmation, to do justice according to law and evidence.  Judgment in cases of 
impeachment does not extend further than removal from office, and disqualification to hold any office of 
honor, trust or profit, under the state; but the party convicted remains liable to indictment, trial, judgment, 
and punishment according to law.  The Senate may sit during the recess of the Legislature for the trial of 
impeachments. No court of this state has any authority or jurisdiction, by writ or otherwise, to intercede 
or intervene in, or interfere with, any impeachment proceedings of the House of Delegates or the Senate 
conducted hereunder; nor is any judgment rendered by the Senate following a trial of impeachment 
reviewable by any court of this state.

Title of Amendment: “Amendment No. 2: Property Tax Modernization  
Amendment”
Summary of Purpose: To amend the State Constitution by providing the Legislature with authority to 
exempt tangible machinery and equipment personal property directly used in business activity and 
tangible inventory personal property directly used in business activity and personal property tax on motor 
vehicles from ad valorem property taxation by general law.
Full Text of the Amendment: 
ARTICLE X.
§1. Taxation and finance.
Subject to the exceptions in this section contained, taxation shall be equal and uniform throughout the 
state, and all property, both real and personal, shall be taxed in proportion to its value to be ascertained 
as directed by law.  No one species of property from which a tax may be collected shall be taxed higher 
than any other species of property of equal value; except that the aggregate of taxes assessed in any 
one year upon personal property employed exclusively in agriculture, including horticulture and grazing, 
products of agriculture as above defined, including livestock, while owned by the producer, and money, 
notes, bonds, bills and accounts receivable, stocks and other similar intangible personal property shall 
not exceed fifty cents on each one hundred dollars of value thereon and upon all property owned, used 
and occupied by the owner thereof exclusively for residential purposes and upon farms occupied and 
cultivated by their owners or bona fide tenants, one dollar; and upon all other property situated outside 
of municipalities, one dollar and fifty cents; and upon all other property situated within municipalities, two 
dollars; and the Legislature shall further provide by general law for increasing the maximum rates, autho-
rized to be fixed, by the different levying bodies upon all classes of property, by submitting the question 
to the voters of the taxing units affected, but no increase shall be effective unless at least sixty percent 
of the qualified voters shall favor such increase, and such increase shall not continue for a longer period 
than three years at any one time, and shall never exceed by more than fifty percent the maximum rate 
herein provided and prescribed by law; and the revenue derived from this source shall be apportioned by 
the Legislature among the levying units of the state in proportion to the levy laid in said units upon real 
and other personal property; but property used for educational, literary, scientific, religious or charitable 
purposes, all cemeteries, public property, tangible machinery and equipment personal property directly 
used in business activity, tangible inventory personal property directly used in business activity, personal 
property tax on motor vehicles, the personal property, including livestock, employed exclusively in 
agriculture as above defined and the products of agriculture as so defined while owned by the producers 
may by law be exempted from taxation; household goods to the value of two hundred dollars shall be 
exempted from taxation.  The Legislature shall have authority to tax privileges, franchises, and incomes 
of persons and corporations and to classify and graduate the tax on all incomes according to the amount 
thereof and to exempt from taxation incomes below a minimum to be fixed from time to time, and such 
revenues as may be derived from such tax may be appropriated as the Legislature may provide.  After 
the year nineteen hundred thirty-three, the rate of the state tax upon property shall not exceed one cent 
upon the hundred dollars valuation, except to pay the principal and interest of bonded indebtedness of 
the state now existing.
Title of Amendment: “Amendment No. 3: Incorporation of Churches or  
Religious Denominations Amendment”
Summary of Purpose: To authorize the incorporation of churches or religious denominations.
Full Text of Amendment: 
Article VI. The Legislature.
§47. Incorporation of religious denominations permitted.
Provisions may be made by general laws for securing the title to church property, and for the sale and 
transfer thereof, so that it shall be held, used, or transferred for the purposes of such church or religious 
denomination.  Provisions may also be made by general laws for the incorporation of churches or reli-
gious denominations.
Title of Amendment: “Amendment No. 4: Education Accountability Amendment”
Summary of Purpose: The purpose of this amendment is to clarify that the rules and policies promulgat-
ed by the State Board of Education, are subject to legislative review, approval, amendment, or rejection.
Full Text of Amendment: 
ARTICLE XII.  EDUCATION.
§2.  Supervision of free schools.
Subject to the provisions of this section, the general supervision of the free schools of the State is vested 
in the West Virginia Board of Education which shall perform the duties prescribed by law. Under its 
supervisory duties, the West Virginia Board of Education may promulgate rules or policies which shall 
be submitted to the Legislature for its review and approval, amendment, or rejection, in whole or in part, 
in the manner prescribed by general law.  The board shall consist of nine members to be appointed by 
the Governor, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate, for overlapping terms of nine years.  
No more than five members of the board shall belong to the same political party, and in addition to the 
general qualifications otherwise required by the Constitution, the Legislature may require other specific 
qualifications for membership on the board. No member of the board may be removed from office by the 
Governor except for official misconduct, incompetence, neglect of duty, or gross immorality, and then 
only in the manner prescribed by law for the removal by the Governor of state elective officers.
The West Virginia Board of Education shall, in the manner prescribed by law, select the State Superinten-
dent of Free Schools who shall serve at its will and pleasure. He or she shall be the chief school officer of 
the state and shall perform the duties prescribed by law.
The State Superintendent of Free Schools shall be a member of the Board of Public Works as provided 
by subsection B, section fifty-one, article VI of this Constitution.
