Sluss Sentenced to 
Six Years for Child 
Pornography

Stephen L. Sluss, 
a former Hurricane 
attorney whose law 

Midland Trail (opposite 
Hurricane Middle 
School), was sentenced to 
six years in prison for a 
child pornography crime. 
United States Attorney 
Mike Stuart announced 
Monday of this week that 
Sluss, 59, of Scott Depot, 
had previously pleaded 
guilty to receiving 
child pornography. 
United States District 
Court Judge Robert C. 
Chambers imposed the 
sentence. Sluss was 
ordered to serve 15 years 
on federal supervised 
release after completion 
of his prison term, and 
will also be required to 
register as a sex offender.  
Sluss was also ordered to 
pay a special assessment 
of $5,000.

“These are violent, 
heinous, disgusting 
crimes,” said United 
States Attorney 
Mike Stuart.  “Child 
sexual exploitation 
investigations and 
prosecutions are a 

the seriousness of 
these crimes.  I greatly 
appreciate the excellent 
and hard work of the 
West Virginia State 
Police, the West Virginia 
Internet Crimes Against 
Children Task Force, 
and the United States 
Department of Homeland 

Security - Homeland 
Security Investigations.”

Sluss admitted 

he received videos of 
prepubescent minors 
engaged in sex acts. The 
videos were received by 
Sluss via the Internet.  
The investigation 
revealed that Sluss 
was using a web-based 
chatting service to access 
and download child 
pornography,   Sluss 
further admitted to 
possessing over 600 
images and videos of 
minors engaged in sex 
acts, and that some of 
those images involved 
sadistic conduct.

Assistant United 
States Attorneys Lisa G. 
Johnston and Jennifer 
Rada Herrald handled 
the prosecution.

The case was brought 
as part of Project Safe 
Childhood, a nationwide 
initiative launched 

Department of Justice 
to combat the growing 
epidemic of child sexual 
exploitation and abuse. 
Led by the United States 

the Criminal Division’s 
Child Exploitation 
and Obscenity Section, 
Project Safe Childhood 
marshals federal, state, 
and local resources to 
locate, apprehend, and 
prosecute those who 
sexually exploit children, 
and to identify and rescue 
victims.

The Burley Tobacco Harvest

It was not so long 
ago that local farmers 
harvested their tobacco 
crops around this time of 
year. From late August 
into October, farmers 
were out in their tobacco 

and hauling it to the 
barn for drying. After 
curing in the barn, 
the crop was prepared 
for sale at the tobacco 
market where it was sold 
around Thanksgiving. 
Burley tobacco provided 
a cash crop for farmers 
to buy school supplies for 
children and Christmas 
gifts.

Many Putnam 
residents still recall 
raising the crop with 
fondness and nostalgia. 
Jon Sumner of Florida, 
a former Hurricane 
resident, shared this 
picture on Facebook 
recently. He writes, “See 
the young boy with the 
tobacco leaves in his 
hand. When I was a small 
boy, that was my job. I 
would pick up all the loose 
leaves and put them on a 
wire and then hang them 
up. Sometimes my little 
sister (Rosie) was there

(depending on size, we

Freezin’ For A Reason at 
Hurricane City Park 

County Commission 
Denies Rezoning of 
Valdeacourt Farm
By Ron Allen

The January 31, Putnam 
County Commission 
meeting was well attended 
for good reason. The 
commission revisited a 
rezoning request which 
was originally scheduled 
to be addressed in October. 
The petition asked that 
130 acres owned by 
Valdeacourt Farm Limited 
Partnership be rezoned 
from Rural-Residential to 
High Density Commercial. 
At the October meeting, 
some of the parties present 
stated that they did not 
receive notification of 
the proposed rezoning 
and learned of the action 
from a neighbor who had 
discovered a small sign 
along the roadside. The 
property is located on 
Hurricane Creek Road 
between U.S. 35 and State 
Route 817.

Residents of the area 
turned out en masse to 
make their opposition 
known to the request. 
Speaker after speaker 
stated that the rezoning 
would change the character 
of the area and result in loss 
of property value. Sherry 
Wells stated that families 
have chosen to buy homes 
in the rural area because 
they wanted to avoid the 
revolving doors of Teays 
Valley.

Mike Samples said the 
rezoning would result in 
increased traffic and longer 
waits at the intersection of 
Hurricane Creek Road and 
U.S. 35. Samples cited the 
two different fatal accidents 
at the junction since the 

opening of the new 35.
Opponents stated that 

the rezoning would hurt 
many and benefit only 
one individual. That one 
individual, Courtland 
Smith, addressed the 
commission and the 
rezoning opponents. Smith 
stated that the property 
had been in his family for 
80 years and that change 
happens. Before U.S. 35, 
families living in Fraziers 
Bottom had the choice of 
buying groceries in Point 
Pleasant or St. Albans. 
Smith pointed to a 2014 
“Bridging the Future” Plan 
which designated the 130 
acres as property which 
should be developed. 
Smith stated that the 
rezoning would allow the 
utility (Union Oil and Gas) 
which his family owns has 
need of property which 
has convenient access to its 
customers and that the 130 
acres is ideally located for 
that purpose. 

After Smith finished 
his presentation, one lady 
directly addressed him and 
said, “I knew your dad, 
bought hay from him. This 
is not something which he 
would have wanted.” Her 
words were followed by a 
lengthy applause.

Leland Brown stated 
that the rezoning, if 
approved, would allow 
any of the many uses 
permitted for High Density 
Commercial usage.

After the close of 
the public hearing, the 
commissioners stated how 
or how not the rezoning 
would benefit the county. 
Commissioner Ellis stated

Olympics WV Head, 
reported that 104 brave 

souls put fear aside and 
jumped into a pool filled 
with water extracted from 
the ice-covered Hurricane 
Reservoir. Corbett 
stated that the annual 

Polar Plunges generate 
the revenue needed for 
Special Olympic athletes 
to compete in the Winter 
Games which are held in 

that there is a shortage of 
land which is suitable for 
commercial development 
and that the rezoning 
would benefit the county 
as a whole. Commissioner 
Deweese stated that the 
rezoning was wrong 
because of the safety issues 
that would be created. 
Commissioner Skidmore 

agreed with Ellis on the 
need for more developable 
land but that the jump 
from Rural-Residential to 
High Density Commercial 
was too great and he voted 
“No.” 

In other business, the 
commission proclaimed 
January 31, 2023 to be Gabe 
Garrison Day in Putnam 
County. The honor was in 
recognition of Garrison 
having been named 
distinguished graduate, 
first in class, at the Air 
Force Tech School and 
having transferred into the 
United States Space Force 
in October of 2020, and 
subsequently, becoming 
the first West Virginian to 
be honorably discharged 
from the Space Force.

The commission 
opened bids for 
masonry restoration 
of the courthouse. The 
procedure called for a 
base bid and an additional 
alternative for gutter lining. 
Buckeye Construction 
Restoration provided a 
bid of $132,199.00 with 
alternative of $20,166.00; 
Coon Restoration 
& Sealant’s base bid 
was $154,218.00 with 
alternative of $43,500.00; 
and Trisco Systems 
submitted a base bid 
of $110,905.00 and 

alternative of $43,084.00. 
The commission tabled 
action on awarding a 
contract. Commissioner 
Skidmore asked that bid 
details be reviewed because 
the county plans on having 
both masonry and gutter 
work done.

Tim Hanna informed 
the commission that the 
Recreation Enhancement 
Fund had received requests 
totaling $160,000 from six 
entities but only $84,000 
available to give out. 
Submitting requests were: 
City of Winfield - $18,400 
to address a safety issue 
at the river bank; Town 
of Buffalo - $24,800 for 
a pickelball court near 
the Senior Center; Town 
of Bancroft - funding 
of upgrades to the town 
park; Town of Eleanor - 
$19,646 for beautification 
and upgrades fat the town 
park; Town of Poca - 
$37,383.20 for playground 
improvements which 
include ADA compliance; 

Putnam County Fair - 
$9,677.00 for barn repair.

The commission 
opted to postpone 
funding decisions in 
hope that revenue can 
be made available from 
sources separate from the 
Recreation Fund.

The commission voted 
to approve a request of the 
City of Hurricane to have 
its city election merged 
with the off-year General 
Election beginning in 2026. 
Filing for city office will 
be handled by the County 
Clerk. Hurricane will be 
joining Bancroft, Buffalo, 
Poca and Winfield which 
now have their elections 
handled by the County 
Clerk. 

At the opening of 
its regular meetings, 
the Putnam County 
Commission provides 
attendees the opportunity 
to speak on items which 
are not listed on the 
meeting agenda. On

instance, she was always 
known to family and 
neighbors as Aunt “Viney”. 
We aren’t sure what her real 
name was. On one record 
she is listed as Lavina, 
on another as Melvina 
Carrington. Family sources 
say that she married a man 
named Carrington, age 
26, and that they went 
to housekeeping in the 
smokehouse. However, he 
eventually left. I suppose 
that is how she got the 
name Carrington. She lived 
with William and Lucinda 
and later with Grandpa 
John Matthews. Her age 
is also questionable. She 
thought she was 10 when 
sold at the auction, and 
about 15 when she came to 
Cabell (Putnam) County 
with the Matthews. In the 
1870 Census she was listed 
as 51, in 1880 as 65. It is 
difficult to determine her 
birth year. 

In the early days, 
when the farm was being 
developed, it is said that 
Viney worked in the fields 
just as hard as the men 
as well as working in the 
house and helping with the 
children. It is not known of 
certainty when Viney was 
given her freedom, some 
think before the Civil War 
and some think after — but 
the circumstances would 
fit either. When she was 
told she was free and could 
go where she pleased, 

she replied, “Go where? 
This is my home.” So, by 
choice, she stayed with the 
Matthews, in essence, as a 
family member.

The family made her 
welcome to sit at the table 
and eat with them, but she 
would not, not thinking it 
proper. Old ways die hard. 
But she had dignity, and 
this was her decision. She 
helped raise the Matthews 
children and my Dad said 
she kept them in line and 
had spanked him more 
often than his parents. In 
the tin-type picture I have 
of Aunty Viney and Daddy 
when he was a little boy 
she is wearing a very fancy 
dress. Daddy told us that 
her only request was to 
have a silk dress to wear to 
church.

Aunt Viney died in 1900 
when she was about 85 
years old. She was the very 
first person to be buried in 
the Sycamore Cemetery, 
and as far as is known, the 
only black person to be 
buried there. Her grave is 
marked by a concrete slab 
poured by Uncle Budge. 
He used a nail to etch her 
name in the concrete.

Aunt Viney was a 
definite part of the 
Matthews family history. 
It was because of her 
character, her dignity, and 
her loyalty, that she was 
held in the highest esteem, 
both by the family and 
those in the community.

Goff ’s initial 
106-vote majority was 
challenged by Fleming, 
and both men were sworn 
in on inauguration day. 
The case dragged on until 
1890, when Fleming was 
determined to be the 
rightful winner.

Feb. 9, 1900: “Aunt 
Jennie” Wilson was born 
near Henlawson. Wilson 
was a Logan County 
traditional musician, 
considered a master of 
clawhammer-style banjo 
playing. 

Feb. 9, 1950: 
U.S. Sen. Joseph R. 
McCarthy’s speech to 
a group of Wheeling 

THIS WEEK IN THE HOUSE 
OF DELEGATES
For the week ending Feb. 3, 2023

 A total of 13 bills have 
completed the legislative 
process, one of which would 
create a program to allow 
volunteers to help clean 
West Virginia streams and 
rivers.

Senate Bill 143 
unanimously passed the 
West Virginia House of 
Delegates Jan. 27. The 
measure would create the 
Adopt-A-Stream Program, 
modeled after the Adopt-
A-Highway Program. It 
would allow individuals 
and organizations to apply 
for the program to adopt a 
waterway where they would 
be required to perform at 
least one cleanup per year. 
Supplies would be provided 
and adopted streams would 
be noted with signs.

West Virginia University 
overtook the Upper 
Rotunda Jan. 31 with 
displays and information, 
and the next day Marshall 
University did the same. 
Members of the House took 
the opportunity to learn 
about various programs the 
universities offer and not 
only spoke with officials 
from both institutions but 
also posed for pictures with 
Mary the Mountaineer and 
with Marco the buffalo.

 Members also took the 
opportunity to adopt House 
Concurrent Resolution 11, 

which urges both Marshall 
and WVU to work with 
the WVU Institute of 
Technology and the West 
Virginia Higher Education 
Policy Commission to lead 
an education consortium 
and work toward 
developing the policies 
and programs necessary 
to facilitate nuclear energy 
developments in West 
Virginia. The resolution 
is pending in the Senate 
Education Committee 
and would require the 
consortium to coordinate 
with representatives from 
private industry to identify 
then recommend nuclear 
policies to the Legislature 
that would maintain the 
state’s position as a leader 
in 21st Century energy 
production.

 “I’m proud we’ve been 
able to work together 
with so many partners to 
maximize the opportunities 
that go along with 
developing nuclear energy 
projects in the Mountain 
State,” said House Speaker 
Roger Hanshaw, R-Clay. 
“With our repeal last year 
of the previous ban on 
constructing nuclear energy 
projects and our latest efforts 
to become an agreement 
state with the U.S. Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission, 
we’re now able to turn our 

attention toward mobilizing 
the highly trained workforce 
that will be necessary to 
bring these types of projects 
to fruition.

“I’m confident all these 
moves are keeping the state 
in its position as a national 
energy leader well into 
the future as we continue 
making it even easier to 
choose West Virginia.”

Members of the House 
also unanimously passed 
House Bill 2004 this week. 
The measure would prevent 
financial institutions 
from disclosing the 
purchase of firearms, their 
accessories, components 
or ammunition. Tracking 
for law enforcement 
purposes still would be 
permitted, along with other 
limited exceptions, but the 
merchant code for firearms 
and related sales would 
be considered protected 
financial information. It 
now goes to the state Senate 
for debate.

 A total of 1,289 House 
bills have been introduced 
as of Feb. 3, and 37 of those 
have passed the House. The 
60-day, regular legislative 
session ends at midnight 
March 11.

Policy Makers Must Act to Stop Growing Drug Crisis
As the drug epidemic 

continues to plague our 
nation, policy makers 
struggle to implement real 
solutions to ending the 
crisis. Some lawmakers 
focus on funding law 
enforcement to combat drug 
dealers, while others want 
to provide social services to 
hit at the root of drug use. 
Regardless of where you 
are on the problem, much 
of the effort is focused on 
the extremely dangerous 
drugs such as fentanyl and 
methamphetamines. These 
drugs take priority over 
less harmful narcotics due 
to lack of resources, but 
they are not the only drug 
problem on the rise. There is 
a clear consensus from state 
departments of agriculture 
that the lack of guidance, as 
well as enforcement from 
the federal government, 
is making regulating legal 
and illegal hemp products 
a nightmare. Much of the 
confusion is leading to 
misuse by adults and abuse 
by children.

Legalized in West Virginia 
in 2018 and at the federal 
level in 2019, industrial 
hemp legislation was 
intended to create a robust 
market for hemp products. 
Advocates have claimed the 
plant is extremely versatile 
with uses from rope and 
concrete to potential health 
benefits. Despite the utility 

of the plant, much of the 
market has focused on the 
effects of CBD, THC and 
Delta-8. That means most 
hemp products are smoked 
or consumed by pets and 
humans. The problem is we 
still lack an understanding 
of the effects these products 
have on the body, as well 
as the best agricultural 
practices for production. 
Without clear direction 
it’s paramount we figure 
out regulatory standards 
to ensure the health of our 
citizens and the future of the 
industry.

By law, a hemp product 
may only contain .3% total 
THC-Delta-9. The problem 
is the current regulation 
focuses on only this 
chemical derivative, leaving 
the rest wildly unregulated. 
Since the 2018 Farm Bill, we 
have seen the prominence 
of other products such as 
Delta-8 and 10. With no 
guidance from the federal 
government, these products 
face no scrutiny, as bad 
actors take the opportunity 
to pander illegal substances. 
The Department has found 

several products that claim 
to be hemp but, upon further 
testing, are marijuana or 
synthetic substances. It is 
nearly impossible to go after 
these criminals as many use 
out-of-state shell companies 
that disappear once they are 
found out. These companies 
hide behind the confusion 
and lack of enforcement we 
are seeing from the federal 
government.

Unfortunately, these 
products continue to find 
their way into the hands of 
children. Current federal 
law sets no age limit on these 
products. The only thing 
required is a disclaimer 
stating, “not intended for 
those under 18,” leaving 
much of the discretion to 
store owners. Despite our 
best efforts for awareness and 
education, the West Virginia 
Department of Agriculture 
is not a law enforcement 
agency. We don’t wear 
badges or carry firearms, 
so we rely on voluntary 
compliance and court 
orders. When situations turn 
hostile, we call on our law 
enforcement partners which 

adds pressure and additional 
responsibilities to their 
duties.

 To protect the public 
and children, it will take 
a two-pronged approach. 
First, we must develop more 
encompassing guidelines to 
properly regulate all chemical 
compounds in the hemp 
plant, as well as put forth 
safe, agricultural practices 
for the industry. We can 
tackle this by working with 
our congressional members 
and other state departments 
of agriculture through the 
2023 Farm Bill and FDA 
guidelines. At the same time, 
we need to step up funding 
for law enforcement agencies 
at all levels. Regardless of 
regulations, the WVDA 
will need law enforcement 
cooperation to protect the 
public. Stopping the drug 
blight is paramount to West 
Virginia’s future. It should be 
a top priority for any state or 
local policy maker.

The 
trial, conviction, appeal 
and acquittal of Sarah 
Ann led to a popular West 
Virginia folk ballad, “The 
Murder of Jay Legg.” 

Feb. 10, 2010: Frederick 
Appleton “Fred” Schaus, 
West Virginia University 
basketball All-American, 
coach, and athletic 
director, died at age 84 
in Morgantown. Schaus 
coached WVU from 1954 
to 1960 to a 146-37 record. 

Feb. 11, 1903: Artist 
Grace Martin Taylor was 
born in Morgantown. In 
addition to producing an 
immense body of work in 
a variety of styles, Taylor 
enjoyed a lengthy career 
at the Mason College of 
Music and Fine Arts in 
Charleston.

Feb. 11, 1904: Clarence 
Watson Meadows was 
born in Beckley. His 
mother hoped he would 
become a Baptist minister, 
but he ultimately entered 
politics, becoming the 
22nd governor of West 
Virginia. 

Feb. 11, 1911: The 
Charles Town Opera 
House opened. The 500-
seat theater ushered in an 
era of entertainment and 
service lasting more than 
30 years.

Feb. 11, 1923: Eight 
members of the Black Hand 
were arrested in Harrison 
County. The Black Hand 
was the name and symbol 
of an underworld society 
of Italian immigrants that 
extorted money from other 
Italian immigrants. 

Feb. 11, 1935: The first 
houses in the Tygart Valley 
Homesteads were ready 
for occupancy. One of 
three resettlement projects 
in West Virginia, the 
homesteads were intended 
to provide a new start 
for unemployed farmers, 
miners and timber 
workers.

Feb. 12, 1867: 
Barboursville was 
incorporated by an act 
of the state legislature. 
Originally the county seat 
of Cabell County, it lost 
that honor after the C&O 
Railway was completed to 
Huntington.

Feb. 12, 1899: Karl 
Dewey Myers was born 
in Tucker County with 
severe birth defects. He 
never attended school but 
educated himself through 
persistent self-study. He 
was named the state’s first 
poet laureate in 1927.

Feb. 13, 1800: General 
John Jay Jackson was born 
near Parkersburg. He 
served in the Seminole 
Wars as a member of Gen. 
Andrew Jackson’s staff.

Feb. 13, 1913. Mother 
Jones was arrested 
in Charleston after 
supporting union miners 
on Paint Creek and Cabin 
Creek.  

Feb. 13, 1923: Chuck 
Yeager was born at Myra, 
about seven miles from 
Hamlin. On October 14, 
1947, in a Bell X-1 rocket 
airplane dropped from 
a B-29 bomber, Yeager 
became the first person to 
break the sound barrier by 
flying 700 miles per hour. 

Feb. 14, 1866: Grant 
County was created and 
named for Gen. Ulysses S. 
Grant, who later became 
the nation’s 18th president.

Feb. 15, 1898: Musician 
John Homer “Uncle 
Homer” Walker was born 
in Mercer County. Among 
the last in a tradition of 
Black Appalachian banjo 
players, he played the 
five-string banjo in the 
clawhammer style.

Blessing of God’s Comfort
II Corinthians 1:3-11

There is a gap in time of approximately one year between Paul’s two 
epistles to the church at Corinth. The two epistles were written from 
different cities. II Corinthians was written from somewhere in Macedonia 
while I Corinthians was written from Ephesus. It is apparent from the 
content and tone of the second epistle that the church had received and 
had responded to the issues that the apostle had addressed in his first 
epistle.

In the opening verse of the text before us, Paul praises God as the 
Father of mercies and as the God of all comfort. This is the only epistle 
of the thirteen which Paul is known to have written that opens with these 
descriptive terms of God. There is a reason that the Apostle Paul employed 
“Father of mercies” and “God of all comfort” in his opening address of the 
second epistle. That reason is found in verse 4 and in the 19th chapter of 
Acts.

The tribulation which the apostle cites in verse 4, and further elaborates 
upon in verses 8 and 9, is recorded in Acts 19.  Paul and those with him 
were the focus of a major civil disturbance in Ephesus in which the 
worshippers of the goddess Diana were ready to do them harm because 
Paul taught that there were no gods that are made by the hands of men. 
Paul’s reference to tribulation is rooted in that which occurred in Ephesus.

What happened to Paul and those in his company was life-threatening. 
What Paul experienced, however, was the comfort of God. He was moved 
by the Holy Spirit to praise God for His comfort and to state the reason 
that God had given it.

God gave His comfort to Paul and those with him for the express 
purpose that it be shared: “. . . that we may be able to comfort them which 
are in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we ourselves are comforted 
of God” (v. 4). Paul knew what God wants all men to know. Paul knew 
that God wants believers to share all that which He gives to them. God has 
given His love to all believers such that we might declare it and share it. 

In verse 5, Paul shares with the Corinthians (and us) the interaction 
between suffering and comfort that believers should know and understand. 
The apostle states that as the sufferings of Christ abounds in us, the 
consolation (comfort) which we have in Christ also abounds. Throughout 
His ministry, Christ suffered misunderstanding and rejection. On the 
cross, He suffered pain and physical death. He suffered all for the sake of 
others. The sufferings of Christ abound in believers when we suffer without 
cause as He suffered without cause. Christ gave comforting assurance to 
them whom suffer as He suffered that He has chosen us for His purposes 
(see Jn. 15:19). God gives comfort in a measure that exceeds all need.

The apostle makes what seems to be a counterintuitive statement in 
verse 6. He states that both the affliction and the comfort which he and 
others experience is for their benefit (the Corinthians). The affliction 
and the comfort of which the apostle speaks are poles apart. From a 
perspective common to the world, affliction is bad and comfort is good. 
Paul writes from God’s perspective. With God all things are possible. “All 
things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the 
called according to his purpose” (Rom. 8:28). The apostle explains how his 
suffering is beneficial: it is helpful to others who find themselves in similar 
situations. 

Paul’s statement can be extended to those who suffer for the sake of 
Christ in every era, including today. Today, the Apostle Paul writes on 
behalf of suffering Christian minorities which live under the threat of death 
in nations dominated by Islamic jihad. Their suffering, like the suffering 
that Paul endured, is of benefit to fellow Christians. Their suffering is a 
testimony of strength that prepares all to be tested in like manner. 

In verse 9, the apostle identifies God as the source of his comfort: “. . . 
that we should not trust in ourselves, but in God which raised the dead.” 
Paul does not minimize the despair which he experienced (see v. 8). It was 
beyond his strength to overcome. Paul, in facing death, found comfort 
because his trust was in Him who raised up the dead.

The apostle makes it known in verse 10 that the God who delivered him 
and those with him from death “doth deliver” (present tense) and “will yet 
deliver” (future tense). What God has done in the past is evidence of that 
which He does in the present and what that He shall do in the future.

While Paul recognized that his delivery from death was of God whom 
he (and those with him) trusted, the apostle also cites the power of the 
prayers that were offered on his behalf. God responds to our prayers. Paul’s 
delivery from death is cause for many prayers of thanks.  

The words of this epistle were preserved as scripture for the benefit 
of all who would ever read them. God is faithful to supply abounding 
comfort to them who trust in Him. God hears and answers the prayers of 
them who call upon Him.

Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
uses the collective pronoun, we, in describing himself and all who 
are under the covenant as sinners, undeserving of His grace — as 
sinners who have rebelled against God and departed from His ways. 
In verse 6, Daniel confesses that both the leaders of the people and 
the people, themselves, have not listened to the prophets whom God 
has sent. Daniel does not see himself apart from the people. The 
Apostle Paul was moved by the Holy Spirit to state that it is not wise 
to measure self by using others as a measure (II Cor. 10:12). Daniel 

all righteousness belongs to God. God’s people, regardless of their 
physical location (in Judah or in exile), are deserving of shame 
because they have been unfaithful to Him (v. 7).

Daniel’s prayer is addressed to God, but it is a prayer that speaks 
to us. In verse 8, Daniel states a second time that shame (confusion 
of face) belongs to the all inclusive “us”. When Daniel lifted up these 
words, “us” consisted of the descendants of the people with whom 
God made His covenant at Sinai. Does “us” include New Testament 
believers who have a better covenant (see Heb. 8:6)? The question is 

standing with God is the consequence of what the Son has done and 
continues to do. We are not deserving of the gift that God has given 
us. We have failed God and continue to fail Him. We have continual 
need of the Son who intercedes for us. We, like those under the 
covenant given at Sinai, are undeserving of the grace which we have 
received. We need pray as Daniel prayed.

In verse 15, Daniel states that God made His name known by the 
manner in which He brought His people out of the land of Egypt 
and then states: “we have done wickedly.” God delivered Israel from 
bondage and made His righteousness known to them but they failed 
to walk in His righteousness.

We (New Testament believers) note a similar failing. God has 
miraculously delivered us from the bondage of sin but we have failed 
to walk in the newness of life as He intends that we should. We fail 
to focus upon that which God has done (made us alive) and that 
which God intends that we should do (love one another as He loves 
us).

Daniel states that Jerusalem (thy city and thy holy mountain) 
have become a reproach because of “our sins, and for the iniquities of 
our fathers” (v. 16). In verse 17, Daniel asks God to hear his prayer. 
Daniel desired that Jerusalem and the temple be restored such that 
they might seek His great mercies. 

Daniel desired that God make it possible for His people to worship 
Him in the temple in Jerusalem. It was the desire of Daniel’s heart 
that God lift up His people and His name. God’s city and God’s 
sanctuary lay in ruin. God’s name had been besmirched by His 
people.

The text before us does not include God’s response but God 

manner in which God would make reconciliation for iniquity and 
bring everlasting righteousness would be by sending the Messiah. 
Believers of today look to His return. We see the restoration of the 
nation of Israel in much the manner that Daniel saw the end of 
Babylon’s rule. We look to Matthew 24:32-34 as Daniel looked to 
Jeremiah 25:11-12. Let us declare God’s righteousness while we 
may. “... for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.”

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Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth 
do. We are called to reveal God’s righteousness, not His wrath. 
We are not to ignore His truth. We are not to live in the manner 
of them who ignore God.

We know to do good. We know that we are to love one another 
as He loves us. Let us be about the Father’s business.

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God Demands Justice
Zechariah 7:8-14

The prophet Zechariah was among those who returned to Jerusalem 
following the seventy years of captivity in Babylon. His ministry was 
concurrent with that of Haggai but somewhat different in focus. Zechariah 
is noted for recording more messianic prophecies than any other minor 
prophet.

In the text  before us, Zechariah records the word of the Lord God. Every 
word that is spoken is that of God.

In verses 9 and 10, God directs all who would hear His message (1) to 
execute true judgment, (2) to show compassion and mercy to every man 
and his brother, (3) not to oppress the disadvantaged (widows, orphans, 
strangers and the poor), and (4) not to plot evil things against his brother. 
Each and every one of these directives are contained within the laws that 
God gave Moses. Everyone who would hear Zechariah repeat the Lord’s 
words had heard the same words before.

Is there any difference between the word which was given Zechariah 
and that which was given to Moses? There is no difference in content but 
there is a difference in force. The law was given to Moses seven or eight 
hundred years earlier. The law does not change. What does change is the 
ears of them who hear God’s word. Not all who open the Holy Bible read 
the same things. Some read what God said to Moses while others read what 
God personally says to them. Zechariah’s words were direct from God; they 

of establishing a closer relationship with Him.
During Zechariah’s ministry, those who returned from exile were engaged 

in rebuilding the temple. The goal of rebuilding the temple was to rebuild 
the relationship with God which the nation of Judah formerly enjoyed. 
In verses 9 and 10, God addresses the rebuilding of that relationship: 
Rebuilding the temple is not going to bring His people closer to Him. The 
one thing that will establish a relationship with Him is do that which the 
law requires. 

If one does not do that which God requires, one cannot have a relationship 
with Him. That was God’s message to them who returned from exile and it 
is His message to New Testament Christians. If we love Him, we will keep 
His commandments.

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God Demands Justice
Zechariah 7:8-14

The prophet Zechariah was among those who returned to Jerusalem 
following the seventy years of captivity in Babylon. His ministry was 
concurrent with that of Haggai but somewhat different in focus. Zechariah 
is noted for recording more messianic prophecies than any other minor 
prophet.

In the text  before us, Zechariah records the word of the Lord God. Every 
word that is spoken is that of God.

In verses 9 and 10, God directs all who would hear His message (1) to 
execute true judgment, (2) to show compassion and mercy to every man 
and his brother, (3) not to oppress the disadvantaged (widows, orphans, 
strangers and the poor), and (4) not to plot evil things against his brother. 
Each and every one of these directives are contained within the laws that 
God gave Moses. Everyone who would hear Zechariah repeat the Lord’s 
words had heard the same words before.

Is there any difference between the word which was given Zechariah 
and that which was given to Moses? There is no difference in content but 
there is a difference in force. The law was given to Moses seven or eight 
hundred years earlier. The law does not change. What does change is the 
ears of them who hear God’s word. Not all who open the Holy Bible read 
the same things. Some read what God said to Moses while others read what 
God personally says to them. Zechariah’s words were direct from God; they
