Frankie A. Black was

Sluss Sentenced to 
Six Years for Child 
Pornography

Stephen L. Sluss, 
a former Hurricane 
attorney whose law 

Midland Trail (opposite 
Hurricane Middle 
School), was sentenced to 
six years in prison for a 
child pornography crime. 
United States Attorney 
Mike Stuart announced 
Monday of this week that 
Sluss, 59, of Scott Depot, 
had previously pleaded 
guilty to receiving 
child pornography. 
United States District 
Court Judge Robert C. 
Chambers imposed the 
sentence. Sluss was 
ordered to serve 15 years 
on federal supervised 
release after completion 
of his prison term, and 
will also be required to 
register as a sex offender.  
Sluss was also ordered to 
pay a special assessment 
of $5,000.

“These are violent, 
heinous, disgusting 
crimes,” said United 
States Attorney 
Mike Stuart.  “Child 
sexual exploitation 
investigations and 
prosecutions are a 

the seriousness of 
these crimes.  I greatly 
appreciate the excellent 
and hard work of the 
West Virginia State 
Police, the West Virginia 
Internet Crimes Against 
Children Task Force, 
and the United States 
Department of Homeland 

Security - Homeland 
Security Investigations.”

Sluss admitted 

he received videos of 
prepubescent minors 
engaged in sex acts. The 
videos were received by 
Sluss via the Internet.  
The investigation 
revealed that Sluss 
was using a web-based 
chatting service to access 
and download child 
pornography,   Sluss 
further admitted to 
possessing over 600 
images and videos of 
minors engaged in sex 
acts, and that some of 
those images involved 
sadistic conduct.

Assistant United 
States Attorneys Lisa G. 
Johnston and Jennifer 
Rada Herrald handled 
the prosecution.

The case was brought 
as part of Project Safe 
Childhood, a nationwide 
initiative launched 

Department of Justice 
to combat the growing 
epidemic of child sexual 
exploitation and abuse. 
Led by the United States 

the Criminal Division’s 
Child Exploitation 
and Obscenity Section, 
Project Safe Childhood 
marshals federal, state, 
and local resources to 
locate, apprehend, and 
prosecute those who 
sexually exploit children, 
and to identify and rescue 
victims.

A TRADITION LOST

The Burley Tobacco Harvest

It was not so long 
ago that local farmers 
harvested their tobacco 
crops around this time of 
year. From late August 
into October, farmers 
were out in their tobacco 

and hauling it to the 
barn for drying. After 
curing in the barn, 
the crop was prepared 
for sale at the tobacco 
market where it was sold 
around Thanksgiving. 
Burley tobacco provided 
a cash crop for farmers 
to buy school supplies for 
children and Christmas 
gifts.

Many Putnam 
residents still recall 
raising the crop with 
fondness and nostalgia. 
Jon Sumner of Florida, 
a former Hurricane 
resident, shared this 
picture on Facebook 
recently. He writes, “See 
the young boy with the 
tobacco leaves in his 
hand. When I was a small 
boy, that was my job. I 
would pick up all the loose 
leaves and put them on a 
wire and then hang them 
up. Sometimes my little 
sister (Rosie) was there

to help me. When I was 
a little older, I was the 
guy handing up the stick 
(depending on size, we 
usually put 5 or 6 stalks 

of tobacco on a single 
tobacco stick) to my older 
brothers (Gary and Don). 
I never did care much for 
climbing around on the 

tier poles!! The tier poles 
usually were not secured 
so they could be moved 
around.”

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RFTW Bikers to Make 
Hurricane Stopover

 Valley Park in Hurricane 
will be the Day 8 stopover 
for about three hundred 
Run For The Wall bikers on 
Wednesday, May 24. 

The Wall is the wall 
which stretches almost 
500 feet at the Vietnam 
Memorial in Washington 
DC and is inscribed with 
the names of service 
members who were 
classified as dead, missing, 
or prisoner during the 
course of the conflict. 

The bikers are on a 
mission that began in 
1989 “To promote healing 
among ALL veterans and 
their families and friends, 
to call for an accounting 
of all Prisoners of War and 
those Missing in Action 
(POW/MIA), to honor the 
memory of those Killed 
in Action (KIA) from all 
wars, and to support our 
military personnel all over 
the world.”

RFTW was discontinued 
because of Covid in 2020 

and 2021. Last year, Day 
8 stopover was in Nitro. 
Valley Park last hosted 
RFTW in 2019. 

The RFTW bikers 
departed from Ontario, 
California, on May 16th.

Their Day 8 2023 will 
begin at 7:30 a.m. EDT 
in Corydon, Indiana. The 
bikers are scheduled to pull 
off I-64 in Hurricane at 
5:15 p.m. 

Hurricane Mayor Scott 
Edwards is calling for all 
who possibly can to come 
out and greet the bikers. “It 
is a time to wave the flag 
and greet those who ‘ride 
for those who cannot.’

“It is important to show 
our support for veterans. It 
is important for our kids to 
learn. It is a time for parents 
and grandparents to teach 
and a time for children to 
learn,” Edwards stated.

The RFTW bikers will 
depart from Hurricane on 
Thursday (Day 9), stopover 
in Lewisburg, and arrive in 
Washington DC  on May 
26 (Day 10).

Not only did Joan C. 

Browning live through one 
of the most tumultuous 
decades of the 20th Century, 
she frequently found herself 
in the midst of the tumult. 
During her college days in 
the early 1960’s, she became 
involved in the civil rights 
movement, becoming one of 
the famed Freedom Riders 
who traveled throughout the 

South to protest segregation.
Browning’s involvement 

in the civil rights movement 
and her experiences as 
a Freedom Rider were 
the focus of the monthly 
luncheon of the Putnam 
County Democratic 
Women, on Saturday, May 
7, at the Eleanor Town Hall. 
The title of her lecture was 
“From Whence We Came 
and Where Do We Go From 

Here.”
Born on a farm in rural 

Georgia, Browning enrolled 
in Georgia State College for 
Women in 1959. She soon 
became involved in the 
civil rights movement. The 
freedom ride in which she 
rode was the last one, which 
took place in December of 
1961. She was arrested in 
Albany, Georgia, shortly

On Tuesday, May 9, 
Putnam’s three county 
commissioners met and 
voted to augment funding 
for the Jim Ridge Phase 
2 Waterline Extension 
Project by $72,220. The 
additional funding will 
allow the project to include 
all of the add-ons that were 
not covered by the base bid.

Low bidder for the total 
project was Chojnacki 
Construction of Hamlin 
with a base bid and 
alternative add-on bids 
totaling $3,551,900. County 
manager Jeremy Young 
informed the commission 
that this amount was 
greater than that which 

had been committed by 
all funders (the HUD 
Community Development 
Grant, West Virginia-
American Water, the IJDC 
District 2 Grant, the WV 
WDA EEG Grant, and 
the County Commission). 
The county had previously 
allotted $288,000 to the 
project. Young stated that 
the county had money 
available in its water and 
sewer fund which would 
allow the project to proceed 
without delay. 

The Commission 
approved the Chojnacki 
bid, pending renewal of a 
needed permit. The renewal 
does not involve special 
approval and is expected 
to be granted within a 
few days. Construction is 

expected to begin before 
August 1st.

In other business, the 
Commission approved 
a request by the City of 
Hurricane to annex 1.84 
acres on Sleepy Hollow 
Road and 0.50 acres on 
Main Street into city limits. 
Commissioner Andy 
Skidmore recused himself 
from the proceedings 
because of his position of 
Hurricane City Manager. 

The Commission 
also approved a grant 
application for $23,498 
from the State which will 
provide additional security 
cameras at the Judicial 
Building. The cameras will 
eliminate blind spots in 
the area to the rear of the

Mother 
did it again. It was her 
gift to us. She loved being 
a Mother. I always gave 
her that Estee Lauder; I 
begged her not to wear 
it around me (gave me 
headaches). She loved 
Estee Lauder perfume… 
whew… LOL… escapes 
me. I remember after she 
died, I wished I could be 
with her, and I would 
even tolerate that scent 
if I could smell it on her 
again… alas…

Mothers hold the world 
in their hands… our kids 
are what we make them… 
they are the outcome 
of their outbringing 
(mothers and fathers). 
If our children don’t do 
what we like, we might 
want to look at what we 
did when we were raising 
them. Of course, after 
a certain age, we don’t 
have much influence, 
but the upbringing is

to build bins, buying 
scales, building a supply 
shelter and getting the dry 
materials in, the first load 
of Ready Mix was ready 
to be delivered. This was 
in April 1953. Claxton 
and Suzy didn’t sleep that 
night, as this adventure 
was new to him and he 
wasn’t sure he had done 
everything right, so they 
loaded their five children 
in the car and went out to 
see if it was setting and it 
was.

Claxton continued 
to operate out of the 
Hurricane location until

Wednesday, May 10th.
The transition of the 

building was made possible 
by relocating and renaming 
the Reptile House and 
Rescue which was housed 
at the Huntington Mall. 
Reptile House and Rescue 
originally started as a 
501(c)(3) nonprofit named 
the Mountain State Reptile 
Rescue. The Zoology Zone 
and Science Center will 
continue to operate as a 
501(c)(3) nonprofit. McKee 
stated that the name change 
reflects an expanded focus 
that encompasses more 
than snakes, lizards, and a 
rescue mission. The stated 
goal of the Zoology Zone 
Science Center is to serve 
as a resource and a hands-
on immersive learning 

opportunity for families, 
for kids, and for adults of 
all ages.

McKee said that the 
summer camps which 
were offered by the Reptile 
House and Rescue will 
continue but in a different 
format.

before Martin Luther King’s 
arrest in the same city. She 
relates that people often ask 
her if she followed Dr. King 
to jail, to which she replies 
that it was the other way 
around.

The Freedom Riders 
were activists who 
protested segregation by 
riding public buses through 
southern states from May 
through December of 1961. 
Although United States 
Supreme Court decisions 
Morgan v. Virginia (1946) 
and Boynton v. Virginia 
(1960) had deemed that 
segregation on public buses 
was unconstitutional, 
many Southern states 
continued to enforce 
segregation. The Freedom 
Riders brought public 
awareness to injustice and 
discrimination by riding 
interstate buses through 
the South. While riding a 
bus is a very passive act, the 
riders challenged the status 
quo by riding in interracial 
pairs and choosing seats 

which had been designated 
for whites only. 

Freedom Riders came 
from a variety of social and 
racial backgrounds, and 
many of them were college 
students and young adults 
under the age of thirty. 
They often faced violent 
persecution for their 
defiance of the system. 
Angry white segregationist 
mobs, often organized by 
the Ku Klux Klan, would 
attack the buses and beat 
the riders with iron pipes, 
baseball bats, chains, 
and broken off bottles. 
Buses were bombed or 
set on fire, and in one 
incident, the mob tried 
to burn the riders alive by 
preventing their escape 
from a burning bus. Law 
enforcement would often 
look the other way when it 
came to the barbarity of the 
segregationist, and in some 
cities, violence against the 
riders was even sanctioned 
by local government. 
White Freedom Riders 
were often singled out for 
persecution, because the 

segregationists considered 
them traitors to their 
race. In addition to being 
subjected to mob violence, 
riders were arrested by 
law enforcement, their 
numbers filling local jails. 
To keep up morale and 
peacefully protest their 
situation, the riders would 
often sing freedom songs 
and gospel hymns.

Browning discussed the 
history of the civil rights 
movement, introducing 
listeners to some of the 
brave individuals who 
defied segregation and 
other discriminatory laws 
throughout the years. She 
also discussed some of the 
political history of Telfair 
County, Georgia, where 
she grew up. Corruption 
and racial discrimination 
were rampant there in the 
early 1960’s, and voting 
laws made it difficult for 
black voters to cast their 
ballots. Constituents had 
to use pencils when filling 
out their ballots, and many 
of those whose votes were 
counted had been dead for 

years.
After the Freedom 

Rides, Browning continued 
to work for racial equality. 
She volunteered with 
the Student Nonviolent 
Coordinating Committee 
(SNCC), one of the main 
student organizations 
championing civil rights 
in the 1960’s. She became 
involved with the Freedom 
Quilting Bee, a quilt co-
op based in Alabama. 
Later she would come 
to West Virginia as part 
of the Cabin Creek co-
op. She made Greenbrier 
County her home in 1976, 
and graduated from West 
Virginia State College 
(now West Virginia State 
University) in 1994.

After the conclusion 
of Browning’s lecture, 
Delegate Michael Pushkin 
thanked her for her life’s 
work.

Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
uses the collective pronoun, we, in describing himself and all who 
are under the covenant as sinners, undeserving of His grace — as 
sinners who have rebelled against God and departed from His ways. 
In verse 6, Daniel confesses that both the leaders of the people and 
the people, themselves, have not listened to the prophets whom God 
has sent. Daniel does not see himself apart from the people. The 
Apostle Paul was moved by the Holy Spirit to state that it is not wise 
to measure self by using others as a measure (II Cor. 10:12). Daniel 

all righteousness belongs to God. God’s people, regardless of their 
physical location (in Judah or in exile), are deserving of shame 
because they have been unfaithful to Him (v. 7).

Daniel’s prayer is addressed to God, but it is a prayer that speaks 
to us. In verse 8, Daniel states a second time that shame (confusion 
of face) belongs to the all inclusive “us”. When Daniel lifted up these 
words, “us” consisted of the descendants of the people with whom 
God made His covenant at Sinai. Does “us” include New Testament 
believers who have a better covenant (see Heb. 8:6)? The question is 

standing with God is the consequence of what the Son has done and 
continues to do. We are not deserving of the gift that God has given 
us. We have failed God and continue to fail Him. We have continual 
need of the Son who intercedes for us. We, like those under the 
covenant given at Sinai, are undeserving of the grace which we have 
received. We need pray as Daniel prayed.

In verse 15, Daniel states that God made His name known by the 
manner in which He brought His people out of the land of Egypt 
and then states: “we have done wickedly.” God delivered Israel from 
bondage and made His righteousness known to them but they failed 
to walk in His righteousness.

We (New Testament believers) note a similar failing. God has 
miraculously delivered us from the bondage of sin but we have failed 
to walk in the newness of life as He intends that we should. We fail 
to focus upon that which God has done (made us alive) and that 
which God intends that we should do (love one another as He loves 
us).

Daniel states that Jerusalem (thy city and thy holy mountain) 
have become a reproach because of “our sins, and for the iniquities of 
our fathers” (v. 16). In verse 17, Daniel asks God to hear his prayer. 
Daniel desired that Jerusalem and the temple be restored such that 
they might seek His great mercies. 

Daniel desired that God make it possible for His people to worship 
Him in the temple in Jerusalem. It was the desire of Daniel’s heart 
that God lift up His people and His name. God’s city and God’s 
sanctuary lay in ruin. God’s name had been besmirched by His 
people.

The text before us does not include God’s response but God 

manner in which God would make reconciliation for iniquity and 
bring everlasting righteousness would be by sending the Messiah.

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Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth 
do. We are called to reveal God’s righteousness, not His wrath. 
We are not to ignore His truth. We are not to live in the manner 
of them who ignore God.

We know to do good. We know that we are to love one another 
as He loves us. Let us be about the Father’s business.

Zechariah 7:8-14

The prophet Zechariah was among those who returned to Jerusalem 
following the seventy years of captivity in Babylon. His ministry was 
concurrent with that of Haggai but somewhat different in focus. Zechariah 
is noted for recording more messianic prophecies than any other minor 
prophet.

In the text  before us, Zechariah records the word of the Lord God. Every 
word that is spoken is that of God.

In verses 9 and 10, God directs all who would hear His message (1) to 
execute true judgment, (2) to show compassion and mercy to every man 
and his brother, (3) not to oppress the disadvantaged (widows, orphans, 
strangers and the poor), and (4) not to plot evil things against his brother.

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The True Vine
John 15:1-17

The entirety of the text before us consists of words which Jesus spoke to 
the eleven disciples who walked with Him to Gethsemane following the last 
supper. Judas was not present. The Lord’s words are for the ears of all who 
believe.

The picture which Jesus placed before the disciples is that of a vineyard 
tended by a husbandman (God the Father). It is a vineyard consisting of one 
vine, and that vine is Christ Jesus. 

In verse 2, Jesus made it known that both productive (fruitful) branches 
and non-productive branches would shoot forth from Him, the vine. After a 
period of time, the husbandman would remove branches that failed to produce 
fruit. After removing these branches, the husbandman would prune (purgeth) 
the fruitful branches such that they might bring forth more fruit. Jesus reveals 
the identity of the fruitful branches by implication in verse 3 and directly in 
verse 5. 

In verse 3, Jesus announced, “Now ye are clean through the word which I 
have spoken unto you.” This announcement is linked to the preceding verse 
by “Now.” To what, in verse 2, does Jesus refer? Verse 2 is about removing 
unproductive branches and pruning (purging) productive branches. In verse 3, 
the disciples possess a new state of cleanliness. The link between the disciples’ 
cleanliness and that which transpired in verse 2 is made clear in verse 5. The 
disciples are the productive branches which were made clean by that which the 
husbandman did in verse 2.

The link between verse 2 and verse 3 is immediately apparent in the original 
Greek text of John’s gospel. The word which is translated as “purgeth” means to 
make clean by removal of unproductive wood. The cleansing action of verse 2 
made the disciples clean in verse 3. 

In announcing “ye are clean through the word I have spoken unto you,” 
Jesus proclaimed to the disciples that they were the branches which God the 
Father (the husbandman) had cleansed such that they might bring forth fruit 
and more fruit. Knowledge that one has been selected by God to be an agent of 
His will is cause for one to act.

Each disciple was to produce much fruit. In verse 4, Jesus informed the 
disciples of the manner in which they were to produce fruit. He said: “Abide in 
me.” To abide in Christ, one must follow the Son’s example of obedience to the 
Father’s will. “Abide in me” means to do as Jesus did. He sought the Father’s will 
without ceasing. 

The words, “Abide in me, and I in you,” are spoken to all who have the ears 
to hear. They are spoken to every branch which has not been removed from the 
vine. They are spoken to each and every branch that will ever bring forth fruit. 
They are spoken to all who know that they are totally dependent upon the one 
and only true vine. They are words spoken to all who know that they are saved 
by grace through faith given by God (Eph. 2:8, 9). A branch, separated from the 
vine, cannot produce fruit (v. 5). Believers separated from Christ are powerless.

Branches separated from the vine wither and are cast into the fire and 
burned (v. 6). There are some who take the burning of the separated and 
withered branches to mean that salvation is conditional upon being attached 
to the true vine. This view is not supported by the actual words of the Greek 
language in which John recorded his gospel. There are multiple Greek words 
which are translated as burn or burned. Burning for purpose of destruction is a 
word different from the word for burning with the purpose of producing light. 
The word used in verse 6 means light-producing burning. The branches which 
the husbandman separated from the true vine are not destroyed; the separated 
branches are used to produce light for men. The light from burning branches 
flares up, flickers, glows, then fades. That light does not produce fruit. Only the 
branches that abide in the vine are fruitful. Fruitful branches radiate the eternal 
light of the Word which came into the world (Jn. 1:4).

In verse 7, Jesus said, “. . . ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done 
unto you.” Psalm 37:4 states a like promise — the Lord supplies the desires of 
the heart to all who delight in Him. Receiving the desires of the heart is not 
dependent upon that which is asked. It is dependent upon having the right 
heart. When believers abide in Jesus and He in us, our hearts become right. 
Our hearts become as His, ever seeking the Father’s will. One cannot change 
the character of his heart. God transforms the hearts of them who abide in the 
Son and the Son in them. Evidence of that transformation is seen in answered 
prayer.

“Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my 
disciples” (v. 8). God is glorified by the branches which bear much fruit. The 
branches have no strength in themselves but every branch that abides in the 
Son and the Son in him is given power, power unlimited, to do the Father’s will. 
God glorifies Himself in all who ask that He purge them of their dead wood.

Abiding in Jesus means to abide in His love being filled with joy (v. 11). He 
has commanded us to love one another as He loves us. If we do as He says, we 
are His friends (v. 14). In the Old Testament, only Abraham (II Chron. 20:7, Isa. 
41:8) and Moses, by implication (Ex. 33:11), are called friends of God.  

Let us pray and be purged such that we become vessels for His glory. He 
would have us abide in Him. He wants to call us “Friend!”

West Virginia Attorney 
General Patrick Morrisey is 
warning consumers about 
a phone scam in which 
a person receives a call 
threatening arrest or other 
punishment for missing 
jury duty.

The Attorney General’s 
Office received a report 
from the Administrative 
Office of the Courts for 
the West Virginia Judiciary 
regarding scam calls for the 
circuit courts in Putnam, 
Preston, Nicholas and 
Wood counties.

“These calls can be 
unnerving,” Attorney 
General Morrisey said. 
“No one wants to get 
tangled up in legal issues, 
however it’s crucial to call 
local authorities when you 
receive such a call.”

In those cases, the 
scammer would call 
consumers, claiming they 
have missed jury duty and 
payment needs to be made 
to avoid arrest.

“Scammers are 
constantly devising new 
schemes to scare consumers 
into giving them their 
money,” Attorney General 
Morrisey said. “If you get 
a suspicious call, even if 
it comes from a number 
that looks legitimate, 
don’t feel pressured to act 
immediately. Pause and give 
our office a call—it might 
save you from potentially 
being scammed.”

Scammers have been 
known to pose as federal 
marshals and/or local law 
enforcement. They often 
attempt to boost their 

credibility by spoofing 
official phone numbers, 
stealing badge numbers and 
misrepresenting themselves 
as named police officers.

Consumers can do a few 
things to avoid falling prey: 

Be wary of any demand 
for payment via prepaid 
card or wire transfer.

Never share personal 
information without 
verifying the identity of the 
recipient.

Don’t trust a name or 
number just because it 
appears on caller ID.

Be suspicious of off-hour 
phone calls and those from 
an unidentified number.

Residents who receive 
a call like this should call 
their local circuit clerk’s 
office, sheriff ’s office and/
or federal courthouse to 
verify if they missed a jury 
summons.

Some of the customers receiving service from these entities under 
Operation and Maintenance Agreements with the Company also pay a 
surcharge in addition to the metered water rates. These surcharge amounts 
were approved by the Public Service Commission in prior cases, and those 
surcharges will not increase or otherwise be affected by this filing.

The proposed increased rates and charges will become effective 
February 25, 2024, unless otherwise ordered by the Public Service 
Commission, and will produce, on a total Company basis, $41,175,752 in 
additional annual net water revenues over present rate revenues, or an 
overall increase in revenues of approximately 22.5%. The $41,175,752 
consists of an increase in base rates of $51,308,960 in annual revenue 
and a decrease in the Company’s Distribution System Investment Charge 
(“DSIC”) of $10,133,208 in annual revenue, with such revenues being 
collected from customers as more fully described herein. This increase 
includes an allocation of the wastewater revenue requirement to the water 
revenue requirement to support the same percentage increase in rates for 
both water and wastewater customers. The Company is further proposing 
a new set of low income tariffs, and other rate mechanisms, the impacts of 
which are reflected in the rate increase schedule below.

The Company’s proposed low income tariff for water and wastewater 
service that includes multiple tiers of discounts based on different levels 
of household income stated as multiples of Federal Poverty Level (“FPL”). 
The driving principle behind the Company’s proposed low income tariff is to 
provide all participating customers discounts such that the expected bill for 
basic water or wastewater service will be no more than 3% of their annual 
household income.
