New Arrival for Hurricane Fire & Rescue

Hurricane Fire & Rescue took delivery of new engine on Monday, July 10th.

Hurricane Fire & 
Rescue took possession of 
a spanking new Engine 812 
on Monday, July 10. The 
$673,000 vehicle sports 
the number of the engine 
which it replaces. The old 
Engine 812 was purchased 
new in 1992 for around 
$150,000. 

To the eyes of many, 
the new Engine 812 looks 
like the old 812. Not so for 
members of the Hurricane 
Fire Department. The new 
engine features a much 
larger crew quarters. 
The larger area provides 
space to make personal 
equipment adjustments en 
route to a call and riding 
comfort.

The new 812 is packed 
with power, capacity, 
and capability that its 

predecessor lacked. Upon 
arrival at the scene of a 
blaze, the new engine 
carries one thousand more 
gallons of water and the 

power to deliver it at a 
rate of 1,500 gallons per 
minute. When responding 

to fires which require the 
use of foam, the foam is 

Putnam County Circuit Court 
Awards $102K to Victims of 
Unlicensed Contractor

West Virginia Attorney 
General Patrick Morrisey 
reported that a Putnam 
County Circuit Court 
judge awarded $101,762.98 
in restitution to six victims 
of an unlicensed contractor 
on Thursday, July 13.

The defendant, Jason 
Andrew Sansom, of 
Hurricane, performed 
home improvement 
projects for consumers 
in Kanawha and Putnam 
counties, as well as other 
areas in the state.

“This is a big win 
for the consumers 
who were victimized 
by this unscrupulous 
businessman,” Attorney 
General Morrisey said. 
“Let this be a warning to 
those who are planning 
on defrauding consumers 
in West Virginia: cross 
the line and we’re going 
to make sure there will be 
enforcement—those who 
defraud consumers must 

be held accountable to the 
full extent of the law.

The restitution will 
be divided among six 
consumers (varying 
amounts).

The Attorney General’s 
lawsuit alleged Sansom 
took consumers’ money 
and did not start or finish 
home improvement 
and other projects and 
contracted with consumers 
to work on projects he was 
not licensed to perform. 
He operated his business 
under the name J. Andrews 
Revive and Design from 
September 2020 through 
April of 2021—after April 
26, 2021, Sansom’s business 
went by J. Andrews Design 
LLC.

 Sansom has never had 
a contractor’s license to 
operate in West Virginia. 
Despite his lack of a 
license, he advertised his 
services through a website, 
describing his business 

as “end to end” home 
remodeling. He also used 
social media to promote 
his operations.

Consumers paid 
Sansom to do jobs 
including general 
construction, carpentry, 
plumbing, electrical, 
drywall, tile, flooring and 
HVAC, according to the 
lawsuit.

The West Virginia

a call for entries for its 23rd 
biennial West Virginia 
Juried Exhibition. The 
show will be on display 
at the Culture Center 
in Charleston. Since 
1979, the exhibition has 
celebrated the exceptional 
talents and creativity of 
Mountain State artists.

Submissions for the 
exhibit in the form of 
digital images on CD 
or USB flash drive are 
currently being accepted 
through Friday, Aug. 11. 
Artists may submit two 
pieces for the exhibition 
with a limit of three 
digital images per entry. 
Entry forms and properly 
identified images must be 
accompanied by a non-
refundable fee of $20 
per piece. Make check 
payable to West Virginia 
Department of  Arts, 
Culture and History. 
Digital images can be 
mailed to WVDACH, 
West Virginia Juried 
Exhibition (WVJE) 2023, 
The Culture Center, 
1900 Kanawha Blvd., E., 
Charleston, W.Va. 25305-
0300, hand-delivered to 
the Culture Center at the 
State Capitol Complex, or 
emailed to Rachel Keeney, 
exhibits coordinator. 
Image file sizes must 
be small enough to be 
received through email, 
an entry form must be 
included, and entry fee 
will still need to be mailed 
to the department.

Eligible entries include 
works created in the past 
two years in the areas 
of painting, sculpture, 
printmaking, drawing, 
photography, digital art, 
mixed media and crafts.

Entrants must be over 

the age of 18 and must be 
residents of or maintain 
a permanent residence in 
West Virginia. Entrants 
a l so  must  comple te 
a  WVDACH Art ists ’ 
Register form and submit 
six slides or digital images 
representative of current 
work for the file at the 
department. The images 
submitted for the Artists’ 
Register are not used in 
jurying entries into the 
exhibition.

The department will 
present up to $33,000 in 
awards for the exhibition. 
The awards are made 
available through the 
West Virginia Commission 
on the Arts and the 
WVDACH through funds 
appropriated by the West 
Virginia Legislature 
a n d  t h e  N a t i o n a l 
Endowment for the Arts. 
Awards may include 
three $5,000 Governor’s 
A w a r d s  ( p u r c h a s e 
awards), seven $2,000 
Awards of Excellence 
(purchase awards) and 
eight $500 Merit Awards 
(non-purchase awards). 
Works receiving Purchase 
Awards become part of 
the West Virginia State 
Museum’s permanent art 
collection.

Where Is That Phone Number?
Public Service Commission Chairman Lane’s 
Column

The Public Service 
C o m m i s s i o n  g e t s 
hundreds of misdirected 
calls each year from 
angry utility customers.  
They want to pay a bill or 
ask a question about their 
service, but they can’t 
find the right number.

Almost every utility 
lists the Commission’s 
t e l e p h o n e  n u m b e r 
somewhere on its bill, 
and frustrated customers 
often call us by mistake.  
Then they experience 
another round of difficulty 
when PSC operators have 
to direct them back to 
reading their bill to find 
the correct number.  You 
can’t pay your bill or 
change your service by 
calling the Public Service 
Commission.  You must 
contact your utility.

So, I have studied five 
common utility bills.  My 
electric bill is simple to 
read.  On the first page, 
about halfway down on 
the right, is a telephone 
number  for  making 
payment by phone.  There 
is also an 800 number for 
the customer operations 
center.  That’s common 
practice with electric 
companies.

My gas bill is a little 
busier, but the front 
page also includes an 800 
number, clearly marked 
as “general information,” 
for making payments or 
inquiries.  The reverse 
page provides details on 
bill paying options and an 
explanation of charges.

My water bill is from a 
major utility, so bills from 
smaller water suppliers 
may look different.  This 
bill is complex, but about 
halfway down on the left 
is an 800 number for 
customer service.

On my sewer bill, two-
thirds of the way down 
on the left is a bold-faced 
“customer assistance” 
note.  As with water bills, 
sewer bills from smaller 
utilities may vary widely.

My cable bill features 
a block that offers “ways 
to pay.”  My provider 
offers an 800 number, 
but advises the customer 
to “upgrade your services 
and manage your account” 
by going online otherwise.  
I did not find a toll-free 
number to call if one had 
a complaint.

The Public Service 
Commission does not 
regulate internet. If you 
have a problem with your 
internet service provider 
and cannot work it out 
with the company, you 
should call the attorney 
general’s office at (304) 
558-8986.  His website 
clearly informs citizens 
that his office handles 
broadband and internet 
complaints.

So, there you have 
it.  Hopefully, you can 
avoid some frustration 
by taking a minute to 
look closely at your utility 
bill and find the correct 
number to call concerning 
your problems.

The second log 
church was used for 
approximately two decades 
and constantly increased 
in membership and com 
munity importance. So 
plans were put into action 
shortly before the turn 
of the century to build 
the present Adda Baptist 
Church. The records of the 
church from 1871 to 1908 
were destroyed by fire in the 
home of Mr. Lewis Erwin, 
who was clerk of Adda in 
1908. The only knowledge 
of the past church we have 
was received from the few 
older members that went 
to Adda when they were 
children.

Huge, virgin yellow 
poplar trees furnished 
the logs for the present 
church building. They 
were from the nearby farm 
of Peter and Jane Hodges. 
They were sawed by Mr. 
Hodges at his sawmill on 
the church grounds. The 
lumber was then ricked on 
posts and fire cured. Mr. 
Jule Erwin hand dressed 
the lumber. The seats were 
also handmade of poplar 
and were used at the 
church until 1958. Wesley 
Wyant was contracted s 
the carpenter to build the 
church. However, with 
everyone in the community 
sharing the work and the 
financing, the building was 

completed in a short time.
There have been many 

improvements throughout 
the years to beautify our 
church. Back in the early 
days, the expense of the 
church was usually more 
than the income; but the 
people always had a vision 
that the bills would be 
paid. And so they were.

In 1971, we celebrated 
Adda’s first 100 years 
(1871-1971) with a 
Centennial Homecoming 
on the third Sunday in 
August. During the day, 
there was a display of old 
Bibles and pictures from 
1900 to 1971 of the older 
members and pastors.

The year brought about 
many great blessings, 
including a great revival 
with twelve saved and 
baptized, the youngest 
being eleven years of age 
and the oldest seventy-one.

Adda has had forty-one 
pastors. Four pastors (A.L. 
Cooper, G.L. Eggleton, P.A. 
Mitchell, and B.V. King) 
served two terms each. We 
have also been privileged 
to license two ministers 
from our congregation; 
Laurel Davis in October, 
1986 and Charles Moses in 
January, 1970.

Adda Baptist Church has 
been a spiritual foundation 
of the community since 
1871, and has continued 
to grow in membership 
and ministry for Christ for 

more than a century. It has 
been an inspiration and a 
source of spiritual peace, a 
reverent house in which to 
worship God.

1 tablespoon fresh basil, rinsed, dried and chopped (or 1 teaspoon dried)

Preheat oven or toaster oven to 450 F.

On each pita, spread 1/4 cup tomato sauce and top with 1/4 cup chicken, 1/4 
cup broccoli, 1/2 tablespoon Parmesan cheese and 1/4 tablespoon chopped basil.

Place pitas on nonstick baking sheet and bake 5-8 minutes until pitas are 
golden brown and chicken is heated through.

Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
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We (New Testament believers) note a similar failing. God has 
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Jeremiah 25:11-12. Let us declare God’s righteousness while we 
may. “... for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.” 
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Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth 
do. We are called to reveal God’s righteousness, not His wrath. 
We are not to ignore His truth. We are not to live in the manner 
of them who ignore God.

We know to do good. We know that we are to love one another 
as He loves us. Let us be about the Father’s business.

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Separating the Sheep and the Goats
Matthew 25:31-46 

Before us are words which Jesus spoke to His disciples three days before 
His crucifixion. Jesus revealed to them that which shall transpire when 
He returns. He did not give these words to them for instruction or for 
a warning. His disciples hardly fit the description given to the sheep or 
to the goats. The words of prophecy which Jesus spoke are preserved as 
scripture for God’s purposes. God the Father would have all men know 
with certainty that His Son (the Son of man) shall return, shall bring 
judgment, and shall sit upon the throne of David in Jerusalem (the throne 
of His glory, v. 31). This prophecy, however, reaches out to the ears of all 
who will receive it.

The Father wants all who read His word to know beforehand of the 
judgment which shall come. The Son speaks that which the Father has 
given to Him. God said it and it shall come to pass as He has stated. There 
is no uncertainty. Jesus shall return and rule from the throne of David for 
one thousand years (Rev. 20:6). When He returns, the scene pictured in 
verses 31-46 shall unfold. 

The nations (v. 32) which are gathered before Him are composed of 
survivors, individuals who did not perish during the seven-year tribulation 
(see Matt. 24:22, 29-30). The Son of man (the King) shall divide these 
individuals into two groups, the sheep group and the goat group. The 
sheep are righteous and are set on the King’s right hand and the goats are 
cursed and are placed on His left hand. 

 The King welcomes the sheep into the kingdom which has been 
prepared for them from the foundation of the world (v. 34). The kingdom 
which awaits the righteous (who do not perish during the tribulation) is 
the same kingdom which is reserved for them who have been washed in 
the blood of the Lamb (Rev. 7:14). 

The sheep are righteous because they fed the hungry, gave drink to the 
thirsty, took in strangers, clothed the naked, and visited the sick and them 
who were in prison. The King counts that which the sheep did to others 
as having been done to Him. It is by grace through faith that the church is 
saved from the judgment to come. During the tribulation the dynamic is 
different. The judgment has come. Works (resisting the mark of the beast 
and doing for others) shall be counted for righteousness. 

God’s word is not read in the same manner by all believers. Some 
believe that the church shall be taken up and not experience that which 
the sheep have seen. Others believe that the church shall see part or all 
of the seven years. God is not the author of confusion. He gives clarity 
to them who lean not upon their own understanding. Jesus, in speaking 
to the seven churches in Asia, promised the church at Philadelphia, the 
evangelic church, that it would not see the hour of temptation — the 
hour which the sheep shall experience (see Rev. 3:10). The church at 
Laodicea, the last of the seven churches, was given no such promise. Jesus 
promised the Laodicean church that it would be tested. Jesus said, “To 
him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I 
also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne” (Rev. 3:21).

The sheep were confused when informed that they had given food and 
drink to the King, had taken Him in and clothed Him, and had visited 
Him when He was sick and in prison. They had done good. They had done 
that which is required in the law of Moses but they did not know the King 
until they met Him face to face and He welcomed them into the kingdom.

To the goats, the King shall say, “Depart from me, ye cursed, into the 
everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels” (v. 41). The goats are 
cursed because they did not feed the hungry, or give drink to the thirsty, 
or take in strangers, or clothe the naked, or visit the sick or them who were 
in prison. 

After hearing that they had not given food and drink to the King when 
He hungered and thirsted, or clothed Him when He was naked, or took 
Him in, or visited Him when He was sick and in prison, the goats protested. 
They challenged the King to cite a time in which they ever saw Him.

The King pointed to the sheep and said, “Inasmuch as ye did it not to 
one of the least of these, ye did it not to me.” Both the goats and the sheep 
were tested in like manner. The test results, however, were much different. 
The goats failed the test in that they turned away the sheep (v. 42, 43). The 
goats had received the mark of the beast and worshiped him (Rev. 14:9, 
10) and gave not to the sheep who were unable to buy and sell (Rev. 13:17). 

The goats shall go into everlasting punishment (v. 46). The Lord is not 
willing that any should perish but not all shall repent. Some shall perish (II 
Pet. 3:9, 10) because they will not repent. In His message to the church at 
Laodicea, Jesus said, “I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my 
voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and 
he with me” (Rev. 3:20). 

These things are written because God so loved the world, that He gave 
His only begotten Son. Only the righteous shall hear.
