The inaugural Hurricane 

Bridge Open was held 
Saturday and Sunday, March 
9 and 10, at the Hurricane 
Bridge Park Disc Golf 
Course. The Bridge Park 
course was designed by 
Johnny Sias of Letart. Sias, 
a 5 time Professional Disc 
Golf Association (PDGA) 
World Champion, was the 
tournament director for the 
Open.  

Disc golf is played much 
like golf. Instead of a ball 
and clubs, the players use a 
flying disc or Frisbee®. The 
disc golf shares terminology 

with golf and is scored in 
like manner. The object is to 
complete each hole with the 
fewest strokes (in the case of 
disc golf, fewest throws).

A golf disc is thrown from 
a tee area to a target, which is 
the “hole.” The hole consists 
of an elevated metal basket. 
As a player progresses down 
the fairway, he or she must 
make each consecutive 
throw from the spot where 
the previous throw landed. 
The trees, shrubs, and terrain 
changes located in and 
around the fairways provide 
challenging obstacles for 
the golfer. Finally, the “putt” 

lands in the basket and the 
hole is completed. Disc golf 
shares the same joys and 
frustrations of golf, be it 
sinking a long putt or hitting 
a tree halfway down the 
fairway.

The Bridge Open was 
a PDGA B-tier event. The 
141 participants included 
players from Kentucky, 
Ohio, Pennsylvania, and 
Ontario, Canada. Last year, 
there were about 10 B-tier 
tournaments held in West 
Virginia. B-tier tournament 
participation is limited 
to PDGA members. The 
tournament must be at least 

36 holes and may extend 
over a three-day period. The 
total payout must be at least 
100% of entry fees plus an 
additional $750 minimum. 
The Bridge Open Pro total 
payout was $1,590. All 
amateur players received 
t-shirts and discs. The top 
half of each amateur division 
received gift packs of varying 
value. The combined payout 
to both Pro and amateurs 
was approximately $13,000.

I looked for ghosts from 
the past… memories… 
poignant times in my life… 
in that building on Main 
Street… Oh, I saw some 
familiar faces… Tim and 
Sue… Connie and Scott… 
Marsha and Joe… others 
whose names I cannot 
recall… some of the Drake 
boys… Amy… I think that 
is still Amy playing that 
organ… lovely… many 
others… but no, the ghosts 
were not readily seen… 
but, oh my heavens, they 
were there… their seats 
empty… but still all the 
same… 

Loved ones gone from 
First Baptist Church of 
Hurricane… loved ones 
we will never ever forget… 
they linger in our minds 
and hearts… they gave 
their all to make the church 
what it is today… 

“Something beautiful… 
something good… all our 
confusion He understood

All I had to offer Him 
was brokenness and strife, 
But He made

Something beautiful 
of my Life…” A chorus… 
(Internet) (I fell in love 
with this chorus when I 
saw the Gaithers in Ohio.)

Yes, He did, I have 
had and have a beautiful, 
gorgeous, fantastic life… in 
part, thanks to First Baptist 
and my history there… a 
long history… there and 
back… and today, as I 
watched the traditional 
service, I looked for the 
ghosts of the past… oh, 
how we miss so many who 
have left us… 

When I was ten years 
old (and I have told this 
story a million times and 
written about it), we moved 
back to “town” from Cow 
Creek to my Grandmother 
Coyner’s home. We were 
attending a little country 
church on Cow Creek, 
and I loved those people… 
however, it was Too Far to 
go on Sunday morning… 
mercy… and my friend, 
Becky Turner, invited me 
to attend First with her. 
Sometimes, I rode with 
her family… Other times, 
I walked in the heavy 
snow (no kidding) to that 
church, my sanctuary… 
a little girl in elementary 
school… wanting to learn 
more and more. I did not 
know many adults at that 
time as I did not have my 
family with me… just this 
elementary school student. 
However,  one woman 
embraced me… Patty… 

The first time I heard 
“How Great Thou Art” was 
at First Baptist Church of 
Hurricane. I fell in love 
with that hymn, and when 
Mike and I were married, 
Clyde Ellis, with his lovely 
voice, sang that song at our 
wedding. It has remained 
one of my favorites of all 
times.

We had the best Sunday 
School teachers at First… 
Mrs .  D u n l ap…  Mrs . 
Comer… Mr. Bush… Mr. 
Casey… and our class 
was full of our friends… 
learning about the Bible… 
the class soon became one 
of our main social groups. 
The Casey family welcomed 
us into their home, on the 
hill in Teays Valley, for 
parties. The other teachers 
sponsored parties at homes 
and the church… and let 
us never forget those hay 
rides to Camden Park… 
the swim parties at Rock 
Lake Park… some of those 
activities were with BYF… 
imagine… this little girl, 
growing up on Virginia 
Avenue, going to those 
“exciting” places, and they 

certainly were to me.
When I  saw t hos e 

a t t e n d i n g  F i r s t  t h i s 
morning, there was a 
great camera shot… that 
is where I saw the people 
I have mentioned above… 
the timing was short, so I 
cannot remember everyone 
I  saw… However,  the 
ghosts of past were present 
as ever… and one quite 
important one was Charlie 
Hogsett. He and Patty were 
at church always. Patty is 
living in the valley now, 
but Charlie died over a 
year ago. The couple that 
we always saw together. 
Patty was my Bible School 
teacher, when I was ten 
years old. She brought her 
little, Becky, to our Bible 
School, and we fell in love 
with both of them. Patty 
has been in my live 66 years 
now… a faithful, forever 
friend… I love hearing 
from her… she is one 
person who can always be 
counted on… teaching… 
in the kitchen… sitting on 
that pew with Charlie… 
adorable… both of them.

Mrs.  E l l is  and her 
husband were two of my 
favorites, from church and 
school. Anyone who knows 
me… anyone who has ever 
read this column… knows 
that this beautiful, kind 
teacher encouraged my 
love of reading, bringing 
me books from home… 
They are both missed… 

I want to insert here 
that although I attended 
First from age ten, there 
were periods in my life 
when I was gone. When 
Mike and I dated, if he 
was home from college, 
we went to his church, 
Mt. Vernon Baptist (Dr. 
Desist married us, and in 
later years, he and his wife 
visited us in our home… 
he preached a revival 
in our home church in 
Summersville.)… Mr. Bush 
was our teacher in high 
school (Sunday School)… 
he was our junior high 
teacher… we loved him… 
still do… I digress.

Wh e n  we  m ar r i e d 
in  1968,  we l ived in 
Huntington. We drove to 
Mt. Vernon on Sunday for 
church. In Summersville, we 
attended the Baptist church 
there… in Circleville, 
Ohio,  we  attended a 
Baptist Church… Finally, 
20 plus of us, met in our 
home to name and start a 
mission church… Logan 
E lm B apt is t  Church . 
I spoke at one of the 
homecoming ser vices 
there in recent years as one 
of the remaining charter

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House Adopts Budget, 
Adjourns Sine Die

The West Virginia House 
of Delegates adjourned 
Saturday, March 9 at midnight 
after having completed 280 
bills, including Senate Bill 
200, the budget bill.

The bill, which goes next 
to the governor for action, 
covers Fiscal Year 2025: July 
1, 2024 through June 30, 
2025. It totals $4,996 million 
(or $4.996 billion would be 
correct, one or the other) in 
General Revenue funds and 
includes pay raises for state 
workers whose pay scales 
are in state code. State Police 
personnel would receive 
a $2,900 annual salary 
increase, teachers will receive 
a $2,460 annual pay increase, 
and school service personnel 
would receive an additional 
$140 a month. The budget bill 
also empowers state agencies 
with the authority to give all 
other state employees raises if 
funds are available to do so.

The full Legislature 
unanimously passed a bill to 

eliminate the state income 
tax on social security benefits 
through a three-year phase-
out. Under this proposal, like 
the one enacted in 2019, all 
the taxable social security 
benefits received in 2026 and 
beyond would be exempt 
from tax. Members of the 
House of Delegates stopped 
to applaud after taking the 
vote to pass it on to the 
governor just after 10 p.m. 
Saturday.

Finance Committee 
Chairman Vernon Criss, 
R-Wood, had told members 
of his committee to think of 
the budget adopted during 
the 60-day regular legislative 
session as “act one.” Senate 
Bill 200 listed nine items in 
Section 9, what commonly 
gets referred to as “back of the 
budget” directives for surplus 
money generally allotted for 
one-time spending.

Criss reiterated 
Saturday to the full House 
that additional budget 
adjustments would be made 
once the executive receives 
clarity from the federal 
government about education 
spending levels.

“We’re still working 
with a shortened situation 
because of the federal 
situation,” he said, indicating 
an extraordinary session is 
expected to coincide with 
already-scheduled May 
interim committee meetings. 
“We’ll have another two-and-
a-half months of revenues in 
front of us and we can take 
these items and adjust them 
upward.”

The Legislature also 
passed a bill to hold stable the 
state’s unemployment trust 
fund, which has been paying 
out between $2 million and 
$3 million than it’s been 
bringing in. The measure that 
advanced to the governor for 
action would freeze employer 
contributions to the fund, 
keeps the maximum weekly 
benefit at $662 and holds the 
maximum number of weeks a 
person could receive benefits 
to 26 weeks.

Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:4-8, 15-19

The occasion of this prayer is presented to us in the opening 
verses of Daniel 9. Daniel had served the kings of Babylon, starting 
with Nebuchadnezzar and ending with Belshazzar, a period of 
almost seventy years (605-539 B.C.). Babylon was now ruled by the 
Medes and the Persians. The fall of Babylon had been prophesied by 
Jeremiah (Jer. 25:11-12). Daniel’s prayer precedes a petition which 
he makes known in verse 17, asking God that His grace and mercy 
be made evident by the restoration of the temple and the city of 
Jerusalem.

In verse 4, Daniel addresses God as the great and awesome God 
who keeps the covenant and extends mercy to them who love Him 
and who keep His commandments. God does not need Daniel to 
tell Him who He is. Daniel’s words do, however, tell us that Daniel 
knows who God is. God is true to His promises and God extends 
mercy to them who love Him and to them who obey Him.

Daniel knows who God is and Daniel knows who Daniel is. He 
uses the collective pronoun, we, in describing himself and all who 
are under the covenant as sinners, undeserving of His grace — as 
sinners who have rebelled against God and departed from His ways. 
In verse 6, Daniel confesses that both the leaders of the people and 
the people, themselves, have not listened to the prophets whom God 
has sent. Daniel does not see himself apart from the people. The 
Apostle Paul was moved by the Holy Spirit to state that it is not wise 
to measure self by using others as a measure (II Cor. 10:12). Daniel 

all righteousness belongs to God. God’s people, regardless of their 
physical location (in Judah or in exile), are deserving of shame 
because they have been unfaithful to Him (v. 7).

Daniel’s prayer is addressed to God, but it is a prayer that speaks 
to us. In verse 8, Daniel states a second time that shame (confusion 
of face) belongs to the all inclusive “us”. When Daniel lifted up these 
words, “us” consisted of the descendants of the people with whom 
God made His covenant at Sinai. Does “us” include New Testament 
believers who have a better covenant (see Heb. 8:6)? The question is 

standing with God is the consequence of what the Son has done and 
continues to do. We are not deserving of the gift that God has given 
us. We have failed God and continue to fail Him. We have continual 
need of the Son who intercedes for us. We, like those under the 
covenant given at Sinai, are undeserving of the grace which we have 
received. We need pray as Daniel prayed.

In verse 15, Daniel states that God made His name known by the 
manner in which He brought His people out of the land of Egypt 
and then states: “we have done wickedly.” God delivered Israel from 
bondage and made His righteousness known to them but they failed 
to walk in His righteousness.

We (New Testament believers) note a similar failing. God has 
miraculously delivered us from the bondage of sin but we have failed 
to walk in the newness of life as He intends that we should. We fail 
to focus upon that which God has done (made us alive) and that 
which God intends that we should do (love one another as He loves 
us).

Daniel states that Jerusalem (thy city and thy holy mountain) 
have become a reproach because of “our sins, and for the iniquities of 
our fathers” (v. 16). In verse 17, Daniel asks God to hear his prayer. 
Daniel desired that Jerusalem and the temple be restored such that 
they might seek His great mercies. 

Daniel desired that God make it possible for His people to worship 
Him in the temple in Jerusalem. It was the desire of Daniel’s heart 
that God lift up His people and His name. God’s city and God’s 
sanctuary lay in ruin. God’s name had been besmirched by His 
people.

The text before us does not include God’s response but God 

manner in which God would make reconciliation for iniquity and 
bring everlasting righteousness would be by sending the Messiah. 
Believers of today look to His return. We see the restoration of the 
nation of Israel in much the manner that Daniel saw the end of 
Babylon’s rule. We look to Matthew 24:32-34 as Daniel looked to 
Jeremiah 25:11-12. Let us declare God’s righteousness while we 
may. “... for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.”

Ignoring God’s Plain Truth
Romans 1:18-23, 28-32

In writing to the church at Rome, the Apostle Paul addressed 
believers who were surrounded by individuals who had no regard 
for God and were witnesses to their ungodly and unrighteous 
lifestyles. In verse 18, Paul states that the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodly and unrighteous men who hold 
the truth in unrighteousness.

What does it mean to hold the truth in unrighteousness? Paul 
makes it known that the truth is that which may be known of 
God (v. 19). God reveals Himself to all men through His work of 
creation.

In verse 20, the Apostle states that God’s eternal power is 
evident in all of God’s creation. The physical universe is governed 
by cause and effect. The world about us did not come to be without 
a cause. Cosmology is the science of the origin and development 
of the universe. Men gain understanding of a cause by observing 
its effects. Scientists attribute an effect to a cause. Natural laws, 
while cited by scientists as causes, are effects of God, the ultimate 
cause of all things. To declare that creation is without a creator 
is willful denial of that which God has shown all men. There are 
consequences that result from this denial of what God has done.

In verse 21, the Holy Spirit through Paul makes it known 
that men’s denial causes their hearts to be darkened. Professing 
themselves to be wise, they become fools. They choose to glory in 
themselves and that which they fashion with their hands rather 
than in God. The plain truth which should not be ignored is that 
God allows men to be given over to homosexuality. The result of 
rejecting God is manifest in men lusting for men (v. 24-27).

Return to verse 18. The wrath of God is revealed against all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who hold the truth in 
unrighteousness. Verse 18 does not state that God’s wrath will 
be revealed (future tense); it states it is revealed (present tense). 

how the righteousness of God is revealed. God’s righteousness is 
revealed from faith to faith (v. 17). The righteousness of God is 
made known to men through the gospel of Jesus Christ. God gives 
His righteousness to all who believe. Abraham believed God and 
his faith was counted for righteousness. The cause is believing 
and the effect is receiving God’s righteousness. God created the 
law of cause and effect. To answer how the wrath of God (an 
effect) is revealed, one must identify the cause. The cause is not 
ungodliness and unrighteousness. If it were, believers could not 
receive God’s righteousness. The cause is man’s holding the truth 
in unrighteousness. God’s wrath is revealed in them who hold 
(present tense) the truth in unrighteousness.

Verse 28 states that God gave (past tense) those who did not 
want to retain God in their knowledge over to a reprobate mind 

unrighteous). Christians, today, like those in the church of Rome 
in Paul’s day, are surrounded by individuals who have been given 
over to a reprobate mind. In verses 29-31, Paul lists twenty-some 
nouns or adjectives that describe individuals who have developed 
reprobate minds. These are individuals who have ignored the 
plain truth which God has placed before them. Every adjective 
and noun which Paul lists is an effect which can be attributed to 
a cause —a reprobate mind. God’s wrath against them who ignore 
His plain truth is revealed in the manifestation of that which Paul 
lists in these three verses.

There is good news and there is bad news. The good news is 
that those who hold the truth in unrighteousness know that they 
are unrighteous. There is hope that they can change, that they 
will not continue to ignore what God has made plainly known 
to them. The bad news is sad. They know that what they do is 
worthy of death but they do not change and have pleasure in other 
who ignore God’s plain truth.

Believers do not hold the truth in unrighteousness but believers 
most certainly do the very things that those who ignore the truth

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The Raising of Lazarus
John 11:38-44

John presents Jesus somewhat differently than do Matthew, Mark and Luke. 
Through John, we see Jesus both as the divine Son who reveals the Father and 
as one who experiences the world in like manner to ourselves.

The text before us opens with the words: “Jesus therefore again groaning 
in himself ” (v. 38). When we look upon the Son, we look upon the Father (see 
John 14:9). Jesus’ groanings reflect God the Father’s groanings. Because we are 
created in the image of God, we have a picture of the emotions of the Creator. 
We know why we groan. Groaning is our response to physical or mental pain. 
In the text before us, Jesus groaned because He experienced emotional pain.

To understand why Jesus groaned, we must look upon two words: “therefore” 
and “again.” The “therefore” of verse 38 refers to the words of verse 37. The 
Jews looked upon Jesus as one who could have prevented Lazarus from dying 
had He arrived four days earlier.  The word “again” refers to verse 33. Jesus 
groaned in the spirit and was troubled when He saw Mary and the Jews with 
her weeping. Their weeping was prompted by their belief that it was too late; 
Lazarus had died. They did not understand that God is, was, and will always 
be in complete control. When the Jews saw Jesus weep (v. 35), they thought 
Jesus shared their hopelessness. Jesus had come to raise Lazarus from the dead. 
Jesus hardly shared their hopelessness. Jesus knew that their tears would vanish 
when Lazarus arose and came forth. It appears that Jesus may have groaned 
because the grief that spawned their tears was totally unnecessary.  

They (Mary and the Jews) did not know why Jesus wept. They also did not 
know that Jesus groaned within Himself. Believers who read verse 38 know 
that Jesus groaned because the Holy Spirit has caused His groaning to be made 
known to us.

We groan when our actions do not produce the intended result. Jesus may 
have groaned because the Jews were not looking for God to glorify Himself. 
The Father desired that the Son should be glorified (see v. 4). The manner in 
which the Son should be glorified is seen in the fulfillment of the Father’s plan 
of salvation. The Son, God manifest in the flesh, would be the first of many who 
would be lifted up from the dead. Jesus may have groaned because the Jews 
regarded Him only as a preventative to death. The Jews were well aware of Jesus’ 
miracles of healing but they did not perceive Him to be the full manifestation 
of God’s love. God has cause to groan when men fail to look to Him to glorify 
His name.

When Jesus came to Lazarus’ tomb, He issued the instruction to remove the 
stone that sealed the entrance. Martha, sister of Lazarus and Mary, protested 
that his body would have decayed and would stink because four days had 
passed. Martha believed on Jesus but was not expecting the Son to be glorified 
when the stone would be rolled back. Jesus responded to her (v. 40) with the 
promise which He had spoken earlier (The dead who believe shall live, v. 25). 
She had expected Jesus to fulfill His promise in a much different manner.

Believers of every era give Jesus cause to groan because we insist that our 
prayers be answered in our way instead of the manner which reveals the fullness 
of His glory. 

In the closing verses before us, Jesus commanded Lazarus to come forth 
and Lazarus came forth. John 11 reveals three reasons for this miracle. The first 
reason was that the disciples might believe (v. 15). The second, found in verse 
40, is that all who believe will see the glory of God. And the third (v. 42) is that 
those standing by might believe that He was sent by God the Father.

Consider the group targeted by each reason. Group 1 - the disciples: Jesus 
purposely delayed His journey to Bethany so that the disciples might believe. 
The miracle was cause to believe that Jesus possessed the power of life over 
death. The disciples, with the exception of Judas, believed that Jesus is the 
Christ. The Apostles were given a special ministry — a ministry which would 
require them to follow Jesus in death. The raising of Lazarus was an extremely 
important building block in establishing the faith necessary to carry out their 
ministries.

Group 2 is all represented by Martha (v. 40). It is made up of believers. All 
believers shall see the glory of God. The glory of God that all believers shall see 
is their resurrection from the dead. This is an extremely large group because it 
consists of all who have received or will ever receive Jesus Christ as Lord and 
Savior between the time of His resurrection and the time of His return. This 
group is made up of all who believe God’s promises. It is for us that Christ 
raised Lazarus — that we might be confident and secure in faith and declare 
the truth to others.

Group 3 is diverse. It includes the first two groups plus those who would 
never believe. Those who heard Jesus’ words in verse 42 consists of all who 
“may believe.” This includes those who refuse to accept Christ as the Promised 
One sent from God the Father. It included Judas who would betray Him. It is 
made up of all who, in future times, will have heard but not believed the good 
news of Jesus Christ. It includes all who willfully turn from the truth.  

The account of raising Lazarus from the dead has been preserved as scripture 
for the benefit of them who give God cause to groan and for the benefit of them 
who shall live and witness the fullness of His glory.

Let us not be cause for groaning. Let us witness of the fullness of that which 
He has done for us.
